In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.  And the earth was without form, and
void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep: and the Spirit of God moved upon the face of

it was good: and God divided the light from the darkness. And God called the light Day, and the

darkness he called Night: and the evening and the morning were thefirst day. And God said, Let

there be afirmament in the midst of the waters, and let it divide the waters from the waters. And
God made the firmament; and divided the waters which were under the firmament from the waters

8
which were above the firmament: and it wasso. And God called the firmament Heaven: and the
9
evening and the morning were the second day. And God said, Let the waters under the heaven
10
be gathered into one place, and let the dry land appear: and it wasso.  And God called the dry

11
land Earth, and the collection of waters he called Seas: and God saw that it wasgood.  And God
said, Let the earth bring forth grass, the herb yielding seed, and the fruit-tree yielding fruit after its

12
kind, whose seed is in itself, upon the earth: and it was so.  And the earth brought forth grass,
and herb yielding seed after its kind, and the tree yielding fruit, whose seed was in itself, after its

13 14
kind: and God saw that itwasgood.  And the evening and themorning werethethirdday. And
God said, Let there be lights in the firmament of the heaven, to divide the day from the night: and

15
let them be for signs, and for seasons, and for days, and years.  And let them be for lightsin the

16
firmament of the heaven, to give light upon the earth: and it wasso.  And God made two great
lights; the greater light to rule the day, and the lesser light to rule the night: he made the stars also.

And God set them in the firmament of the heaven, to give light upon the earth.  And to rule
over the day, and over the night, and to divide the light from the darkness. and God saw that it was

good.  And the evening and the morning were the fourth day.  And God said, Let the waters
bring forth abundantly the moving creature that hath life, and fowl that may fly above the earth in
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21
the open firmament of heaven.  And God created great whales, and every living creature that
moveth, which the waters brought forth abundantly after their kind, and every winged fowl after

22
hiskind: and God saw that itwasgood.  And God blessed them, saying, Befruitful, and multiply,
23
and fill thewatersin the seas, and let fowl multiply intheearth.  And the evening and the morning
24
were the fifth day. = And God said, Let the earth bring forth the living creature after his kind,

25
cattle, and the creeping animal, and the beast of the earth after hiskind: anditwasso.  And God
made the beast of the earth after hiskind, and cattle after their kind, and every animal that creepeth

26
upon the earth after hiskind: and God saw that it wasgood.  And God said, Let us make manin
our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the
fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping animal that

27
creepeth upon theearth.  So God created man in his own image, in theimage of God created he

28
him; maleand female created hethem.  And God blessed them, and God said to them, Befruitful,
and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea,

29
and over the fowl of the air, and over every living animal that moveth upon theearth.  And God
said, Behold, | have given you every herb bearing seed, which is upon the face of all the earth, and

30
every tree, in which isthe fruit of atreeyielding seed; to you it shall befor food.  And to every
beast of the earth, and to every fowl of the air, and to every animal that creepeth upon the earth, in

31
which islife, | have given every green herb for food: and it wasso.  And God saw every thing
that he had made, and behold, it was very good. And the evening and the morning were the sixth

day.

Chapter 2
2
Thus the heavens and the earth were finished, and all the host of them.  And on the seventh
day God ended his work which he had made; and he rested on the seventh day from all his work
3
which hehad made. And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it: because that in it he had

4
rested from al hiswork which God created and made. These are the generations of the heavens
and of the earth when they were created, in the day that the LORD God made the earth and the

5
heavens. And every plant of thefield before it wasin the earth, and every herb of thefield before
it grew: for the LORD God had not caused it to rain on the earth, and there was not a man to till
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6
the ground. But there went up a mist from the earth, and watered the whole face of the ground.
7
Andthe LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrilsthe breath
8
of life; and man became aliving soul. And the LORD God planted a garden eastward in Eden;

9
and there he put the man whom he had formed. And out of the ground made the LORD God to
grow every tree that is pleasant to the sight, and good for food; the tree of life aso in the midst of

the garden, and the tree of knowledge of good and evil. 10A nd ariver went out of Eden to water
the garden: and from thence it was parted, and became into four heads. 11The name of thefirstis
Pison, which compasseth the whole land of Havilah, where there is gold; 12And the gold of that
land is good: there is bdellium and the onyx-stone.  And the name of the second river is Gihon:
the same that compasseth the whole land of Cush. 14And the name of the third river is Hiddekel:
which floweth toward the east of Assyria. And the fourth river is Euphrates. 15And the LORD
God took the man, and put him into the garden of Eden, to dressit, and to keepit. 16And the LORD

17
God commanded the man, saying, Of every tree of the garden thou mayest freely eat:  But of the
tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest of it

18
thou shalt surely die.  And the LORD God said, It is not good that the man should be alone: |

19
will make him ahelp meet for him.  And out of the ground the LORD God formed every beast
of the field, and every fowl of the air, and brought them to Adam to see what he would call them;

20
and whatsoever Adam called every living creature, that wasitsname.  And Adam gave names
to all cattle, and to the fowls of the air, and to every beast of the field: but for Adam there was not

21
found ahelp meet for him.  And the LORD God caused a deep sleep to fall upon Adam, and he
22
dept; and he took one of hisribs, and closed up the flesh inits place. ~ And the rib, which the

23
LORD God had taken from man, he made woman, and brought her totheman.  And Adam said,
Thisisnow bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: she shall be called Woman, because she was

24
taken out of man.  Therefore shall aman leave his father and his mother, and shall cleaveto his

25
wife: and they shall be one flesh.  And they were both naked, the man and his wife, and were
not ashamed.
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Chapter 3

1
Now the serpent was more subtil than any beast of the field which the LORD God had made:

2
and he said to the woman, Y ea, hath God said, Y e shall not eat of every tree of the garden? And

3
the woman said to the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the garden:  But of the fruit
of thetree whichisin the midst of the garden, God hath said, Y e shall not eat of it, neither shall ye

4 5
touch it, lest yedie. And the serpent said to the woman, Y e shall not surely die:  For God doth
know, that in the day ye eat of it, then your eyes shall be opened: and ye shall be as gods, knowing

6
good and evil. And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was pleasant
to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make one wise; she took of its fruit, and ate, and gave also

to her husband with her, and heate. And the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew that

they were naked: and they sewed fig-leaves together, and made for themselves aprons. And they
heard the voice of the LORD God walking in the garden in the cool of the day: and Adam and his

9
wife hid themselves from the presence of the LORD God amongst the trees of the garden. And
10
the LORD God called to Adam, and said to him, Whereart thou?  And hesaid, | heard thy voice

11
in the garden: and | was afraid, because | was naked; and | hid myself.  And he said, Who told
theethat thou wast naked? Hast thou eaten of thetree of which I commanded thee, that thou shouldest

12
not eat?  And the man said, The woman, whom thou gavest to be with me, she gave me of the
13
tree,and | ate.  And the LORD God said to the woman, What is this that thou hast done? And

14
the woman said, The serpent beguiled me, and | ate.  And the LORD God said to the serpent,
Because thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and above every beast of the field:

15
upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou eat all the daysof thy life:  And | will put enmity
between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed: it shall bruise thy head, and thou

16
shalt bruisehished.  Tothewoman hesaid, | will greatly multiply thy sorrow and thy conception;

in sorrow thou shalt bring forth children: and thy desire shall be to thy husband, and he shal rule

17
overthee.  Andto Adam he said, Because thou hast hearkened to the voice of thy wife, and hast

eaten of the tree of which | commanded thee, saying, Thou shalt not eat of it: cursed isthe ground
18
for thy sake; in sorrow shalt thou eat of it al the days of thy life;  Thorns also and thistles shall

19
it bring forth to thee; and thou shalt eat the herb of thefield;  In the sweat of thy face shalt thou
eat bread, till thou shalt return to the ground; for out of it wast thou taken: for dust thou art, and to
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20
dust shalt thoureturn.  And Adam called hiswife's name Eve, because she was the mother of all
21
living.  For Adam aso and for his wife the LORD God made coats of skins, and clothed them.

2
And the LORD God said, Behold, the man hath become as one of us, to know good and evil.
And now, lest he should put forth his hand, and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live for

23
ever:  Thereforethe LORD God sent him forth from the garden of Eden, to till the ground from

24
which hewastaken.  So he drove out the man: and he placed at the east of the garden of Eden
Cherubim, and a flaming sword which turned every way, to keep the way of the tree of life.

Chapter 4

And Adam knew Eve his wife; and she conceived, and bore Cain, and said, | have gotten a
man from the LORD. 2A nd she again bore his brother Abel. And Abel was akeeper of sheep, but
Cain was atiller of the ground. 3And in process of time it came to pass, that Cain brought of the
fruit of the ground an offering to the LORD. 4And Abel, he also brought of the firstlings of his
flock, and of the fat thereof. And the LORD had respect to Abel, and to his offering: 5But to Cain
and to his offering he had not respect. And Cain was very wroth, and his countenance fell. 6And

the LORD said to Cain, Why art thou wroth? and why is thy countenance fallen? If thou doest
well, shalt thou not be accepted? and if thou doest not well, sin lieth at the door. And to thee shall

8
be his desire, and thou shalt rule over him. And Cain talked with Abel his brother: and it came

9
to pass when they werein thefield, that Cain rose up against Abel hisbrother, and slew him.  And
the LORD said to Cain, Where is Abel thy brother? And he said, | know not: Am | my brother's

keeper? 10And he said, What hast thou done? the voice of thy brother's blood crieth to me from
the ground. 11And now art thou cursed from the earth, which hath opened her mouth to receive
thy brother's blood from thy hand; 12When thou tillest the ground, it shall not henceforth yield to
thee its strength: A fugitive and a vagabond shalt thou be in the earth. 13And Cain said to the

14
LORD, My punishment is greater than | can bear.  Behold, thou hast driven me this day from
the face of the earth; and from thy face shall | be hid; and | shall be a fugitive and a vagabond in
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15
the earth; and it will come to pass, that every one that findeth me will say me.  And the LORD
said to him, Therefore whoever slayeth Cain, vengeance shall be taken on him seven-fold. And the

16
LORD set amark upon Cain, lest any finding him should kill him.  And Cain went out from the

17
presence of the LORD, and dwelt in the land of Nod, on the east of Eden.  And Cain knew his
wife, and she conceived, and bore Enoch: and he built a city, and called the name of the city, after

the name of hisson Enoch. 18And to Enoch wasborn Irad: and Irad begat M ehujael : and M ehujael
begat Methusael: and Methusael begat L amech. 19And Lamech took to him two wives: the name
of the one was Adah, and the name of the other Zillah. 20And Adah bore Jabal: he was the father
of such asdwell in tents, and of such as have cattle. 21And his brother's name was Jubal: he was
the father of all such as handle the harp and organ. 22And Zillah, she also bore Tubalcain, an
instructor of every artificer in brass and iron: and the sister of Tubalcain was Naamah. 23And
Lamech said to his wives, Adah and Zillah, Hear my voice, ye wives of Lamech, hearken to my

24
speech: for | have slain a man to my wounding, and ayoung man to my hurt.  If Cain shall be

25
avenged seven-fold, truly Lamech seventy and seven-fold.  And Adam knew hiswife again, and
she bore ason, and called his name Seth: For God, said she, hath appointed me another seed instead

26
of Abel, whom Caindew. And to Seth, to him also there was born a son; and he called his name
Enos: then began men to call upon the name of the LORD.

Chapter 5

1This isthe book of the generations of Adam: In the day that God created man, in the likeness
of God made he him: 2Male and female created he them; and blessed them, and called their name
Adam, in the day when they were created. 3And Adam lived ahundred and thirty years, and begat
asonin hisown likeness, after hisimage; and called his name Seth: 4And the days of Adam after
he had begotten Seth were eight hundred years. and he begat sons and daughters: 5And al the
daysthat Adam lived were nine hundred and thirty years. and he died. 6A nd Seth lived a hundred

7
and fiveyears, and begat Enos: And Seth lived after he begat Enos eight hundred and seven years,
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and begat sons and daughters: 8A nd all the days of Seth were nine hundred and twelve years; and
he died. 9A nd Enoslived ninety years, and begat Cainan. 10And Enoslived after he begat Cainan
eight hundred and fifteen years, and begat sons and daughters: 11And all the days of Enos were
nine hundred and five years; and he died. 12A nd Cainan lived seventy years, and begat Mahalaledl:

13And Cainan lived after he begat Mahalaeel eight hundred and forty years, and begat sons and
daughters: 14And all the days of Cainan were nine hundred and ten years; and he died. 15And
Mahalaledl lived sixty and fiveyears, and begat Jared: 16And Mahalaled lived after he begat Jared
eight hundred and thirty years, and begat sons and daughters: 17And all the days of Mahalaleel
were eight hundred ninety and five years; and he died. 18And Jared lived a hundred sixty and two
years, and he begat Enoch: 19A nd Jared lived after he begat Enoch eight hundred years, and begat
sons and daughters: 20And all the days of Jared were nine hundred sixty and two years; and he
died. 21And Enoch lived sixty and five years, and begat M ethusel ah: 22And Enoch walked with
God after he begat M ethuselah three hundred years, and begat sons and daughters: 23A nd all the
days of Enoch were three hundred sixty and five years: 24And Enoch walked with God, and he
was not: for God took him. 25And Methuselah lived a hundred eighty and seven years, and begat
Lamech: 26And Methusel ah lived after he begat L amech seven hundred eighty and two years, and
begat sons and daughters: 27And all the days of Methuselah were nine hundred sixty and nine
years; and he died. 28And Lamech lived a hundred eighty and two years; and begat a son: 29And
he called his name Noah, saying, This same shall comfort us concerning our work and toil of our
hands, because of the ground which the LORD hath cursed. 3.OAnd Lamech lived after he begat
Noah five hundred ninety and five years, and begat sons and daughters: 31And all the days of

32
Lamech were seven hundred seventy and seven years, and hedied.  And Noah was five hundred
years old: and Noah begat Shem, Ham, and Japheth.

Chapter 6
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1
And it cameto pass, when men began to multiply on the face of the earth, and daughters were

2
born to them, That the sons of God saw the daughters of men that they were fair; and they took
3
them wives of all whom they chose. And the LORD said, My spirit shall not always strive with

4
man, for that he also isflesh: yet hisdays shall be ahundred and twenty years. There were giants
in the earth in those days; and also after that, when the sons of God came in to the daughters of
men, and they bore children to them: the same became mighty men, who were of old, men of

5
renown. And GOD saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every
6
imagination of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually. And the LORD repented that

7
he had made man on the earth, and it grieved him at hisheart. And the LORD said, | will destroy
man whom | have created, from the face of the earth, both man and beast, and the creeping animal,

and the fowls of the air; for | repent that | have made them. 8But Noah found grace in the eyes of
the LORD. 9These arethe generations of Noah: Noah wasajust man, and perfect in hisgenerations,
and Noah walked with God. 10And Noah begat three sons, Shem, Ham, and Japheth. 11The earth
also was corrupt before God; and the earth was filled with violence. 12A nd God looked upon the

13
earth, and behold, it was corrupt: for all flesh had corrupted his way upon the earth.  And God
said to Noah, The end of all flesh is come before me; for the earth isfilled with violence through

14
them: and behold, | will destroy them with the earth.  Make thee an ark of gopher-wood: rooms

15
shalt thou makeintheark, and shalt pitch it within and without with pitch.  And thisisthefashion
in which thou shalt make it: the length of the ark shall be three hundred cubits, the breadth of it

16
fifty cubits, and the height of it thirty cubits. A window shalt thou maketo the ark, and in acubit
shalt thou finish it above; and the door of the ark shalt thou set in its side: with lower, second, and

17
third stories shalt thou makeit.  And behold, I, even | do bring aflood of waters upon the earth,
to destroy all flesh, in which isthe breath of life, from under heaven: and every thing that is on the

18
earth shall die.  But with thee will | establish my covenant: and thou shalt come into the ark,

19
thou, and thy sons, and thy wife, and thy sons wiveswith thee.  And of every living thing of all
flesh, two of every sort shalt thou bring into the ark, to keep them alive with thee: they shall be

20
maleandfemale.  Of fowlsafter their kind, and of cattle after their kind, of every creeping animal

21
of the earth after its kind, two of every sort shall come to thee, to keep them adive.  And take
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thou to thee of al food that is eaten, and thou shalt gather it to thee; and it shall be for food for

22
thee, and for them.  Thus did Noah; according to all that God commanded him, so did he.

Chapter 7

1
And the LORD said to Noah, Come thou and all thy house into the ark: for thee have | seen
2
righteous before mein thisgeneration. Of every clean beast thou shalt take to thee by sevens, the

male and his female: and of beasts that are not clean by two, the male and his female. 3Of fowls
of the air al'so by sevens, the male and the female; to keep seed alive on the face of all the earth.

4For yet seven days, and | will causeit to rain upon the earth forty days and forty nights: and every
living substance that | have madewill | destroy from the face of the earth. 5And Noah did according
to all that the LORD commanded him. 6And Noah was six hundred years old when the flood of
waters was on the earth. 7And Noah went in, and his sons, and his wife, and his sons' wives with
him, into the ark, because of the waters of the flood. 8Of clean beasts, and of beasts that are not
clean, and of fowls, and of every animal that creepeth upon the earth; 9There went in two and two

10
to Noah into the ark, the male and the female, as God had commanded Noah.  And it came to

11
pass after seven days, that the waters of the flood were upontheearth.  In the six hundredth year
of Noah's life, in the second month, the seventeenth day of the month, the same day were all the

12
fountains of the great deep broken up, and the windows of heaven were opened.  And the rain

13
was upon the earth forty days and forty nights.  In the same day entered Noah, and Shem, and

Ham, and Japheth, the sons of Noah, and Noah's wife, and the three wives of his sons with them,

14
intotheark.  They, and every beast after his kind, and all the cattle after their kind, and every

creeping animal that creepeth upon the earth after his kind, and every fowl after his kind, every
bird of every sort. 15And they went in to Noah into the ark, two and two of all flesh, in whichis
the breath of life. 16And they that entered, went in male and female of all flesh, as God had
commanded him: and the LORD shut himiin. 17And the flood was forty days upon the earth: and

18
the waters increased, and bore up the ark, and it was lifted above the earth.  And the waters

10
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prevailed, and wereincreased greatly upon the earth: and the ark moved upon the face of the waters.
9And the waters prevailed exceedingly upon the earth; and all the high hills that were under the
whole heaven were covered. 20Fi1‘teen cubits upward did the waters prevail: and the mountains
were covered. 21And all flesh died that moved upon the earth, both of fowl, and of cattle, and of
beast, and of every creeping animal that creepeth upon the earth, and every man: 22AII in whose

23
nostrils was the breath of life, of all that wason thedry land, died.  And every living substance
was destroyed which was upon the face of the ground, both man, and cattle, and the creeping
animals, and the fowl of heaven; and they were destroyed from the earth; and Noah only remained

24
alive, and they that werewith himintheark.  And the waters prevailed upon the earth a hundred
and fifty days.

Chapter 8

1
And God remembered Noah, and every living animal, and all the cattle that were with himin

2
the ark: and God made awind to pass over the earth, and the waterswere checked. Thefountains
also of the deep, and the windows of heaven were stopped, and the rain from heaven was restrained;

3And the waters returned from off the earth continually: and after the end of the hundred and fifty
days the waters were abated. 4A nd the ark rested in the seventh month, on the seventeenth day of
the month, upon the mountains of Ararat. 5And the waters decreased continually, till the tenth
month: in the tenth month, on thefirst day of the month, were the tops of the mountains seen. 6And
it came to pass at the end of forty days, that Noah opened the window of the ark which he had
made: 7And he sent forth a raven, which went forth to and fro, till the waters were dried from off
the earth. 8Als;o he sent forth a dove from him, to seeif the waters were abated from off the face

9
of the ground; But the dove found no rest for the sole of her foot, and she returned to him into
the ark; for the waters were on the face of the whole earth. Then he put forth his hand, and took

10
her, and pulled her into himintotheark.  And he stayed yet other seven days, and again he sent
11
forth the dove out of theark;  And the dove camein to him in the evening, and lo, in her mouth

12
was an olive-leaf plucked off: So Noah knew that the waters were abated from off theearth.  And

11
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he stayed yet other seven days, and sent forth the dove; which returned not again to him any more.
13

And it came to pass in the six hundredth and first year, in the first month, the first day of the
month, the waters were dried from off the earth: and Noah removed the covering of the ark, and
14
looked, and behold, the face of theground wasdry.  And in the second month, on the seven and
15 16
twentieth day of the month, was the earth dried. ~ And God spoke to Noah, saying,  Go forth

17
from the ark, thou, and thy wife, and thy sons, and thy sons wives with thee.  Bring forth with
thee every living animal that is with thee, of all flesh, of fowl, and of cattle, and of every creeping
animal that creepeth upon the earth; that they may breed abundantly on the earth, and be fruitful,

18
and multiply upon the earth.  And Noah went forth, and his sons, and his wife, and his sons
19
wiveswith him:  Every beast, every creeping animal, and every fowl, and whatsoever creepeth
20
upon the earth, after their kinds, went out of theark.  And Noah built an altar to the LORD, and

21
took of every clean beast, and of every clean fowl, and offered burnt-offeringsontheatar. And
the LORD smelled a sweet savor; and the LORD said in his heart, | will not again curse the ground
any more for man's sake; for the imagination of man's heart is evil from his youth: neither will |

22
again smite any more every living animal as| havedone.  While the earth remaineth, seed-time
and harvest, and cold and heat, and summer and winter, and day and night shall not cease.

Chapter 9

1
And God blessed Noah and his sons, and said to them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish

2
the earth. And the fear of you and the dread of you shall be upon every beast of the earth, and
upon every fowl of the air, upon al that moveth on the earth, and upon all the fishes of the sea;

3
into your hand are they delivered. Every moving thing that liveth shall be food for you; even as
4
the green herb have | given you all things:  But flesh with the life of it, which isits blood, shall

5
yenot eat. And surely your blood of your lives will | require: at the hand of every beast will |
requireit: and at the hand of man, at the hand of every man's brother will | require the life of man.

6
Whoever sheddeth man's blood, by man shall his blood be shed: for in the image of God made he
7
man. And you, be ye fruitful, and multiply, bring forth abundantly in the earth, and multiply

therein.  And God spoke to Noah, and to his sons with him, saying, And I, behold, | establish

my covenant with you, and with your seed after you;  And with every living creature that iswith
you, of the fowl, of the cattle, and of every beast of the earth with you, from all that go out of the

11
ark, to every beast of theearth.  And | will establish my covenant with you; neither shall all flesh
be cut off any more by the waters of aflood; neither shall there any more be aflood to destroy the

12
earth.  And God said, Thisis the token of the covenant which | make between me and you and
every living creature that is with you, for perpetual generations. | do set my bow in the cloud,
14
and it shall be for atoken of a covenant between me and the earth.  And it shall come to pass,

15
when | bring acloud over the earth, that the bow shall beseeninthecloud: ~ And | will remember
my covenant, which is between me and you and every living creature of all flesh; and the waters

16
shall no more become aflood to destroy al flesh.  And the bow shall bein the cloud; and | will
look upon it, that I may remember the everlasting covenant between God and every living creature

17
of all fleshthat isupontheearth.  And God said to Noah, Thisisthetoken of the covenant which

18
| have established between me and all flesh that is upon the earth.  And the sons of Noah that
went forth from the ark, were Shem, and Ham, and Japheth: and Ham was the father of Canaan.

20
Thesethree were the sons of Noah: and from them wasthe whole earth overspread.  And Noah
21
began to be ahusbandman, and he planted avineyard:  And he drank the wine, and was drunken,
22
and hewas uncovered within histent. ~ And Ham, the father of Canaan, saw the nakedness of his

23
father, and told his two brethren without. ~ And Shem and Japheth took a garment, and laid it

the white appear which wasintherods.  And he set the rods, which he had peeled, before the
flocksin the guttersin the watering-troughs, when the flocks cameto drink, that they should conceive

when they came to drink.  And the flocks conceived before the rods, and brought forth cattle

ring-streaked, speckled, and spotted.  And Jacob separated the lambs, and set the faces of the

counted by him strangers; for he hath sold us, and hath quite consumed also our money.  For all
the richeswhich God hath taken from our father, that is ours, and our children's. now then whatever

God hath saidtothee, do.  Then Jacob arose, and set hissonsand hiswivesupon camels;  And
he carried away all hiscattle, and al his goods which he had gained, the cattle of his getting, which

he had gained in Padan-aram; to go to Isaac, hisfather, in the land of Canaan.  And Laban went

to shear his sheep; and Rachel had stolen the images that were her father's.  And Jacob stole

didst thou requireit, whether stolen by day, or stolen by night.  Thus| was; in the day the drouth

consumed me, and the frost by night; and my sleep departed from my eyes.  Thus have | been
twenty yearsin thy house: | served thee fourteen years for thy two daughters, and six years for thy

cattle: and thou hast changed my wages ten times.  Except the God of my father, the God of
Abraham, and the fear of | saac had been with me, surely thou hadst now sent me away empty.

took Dinah out of Shechem's house, and went out.  The sons of Jacob came upon the slain, and

spoiled the city; because they had defiled their sister.  They took their sheep, and their oxen, and

their asses, and that which wasin the city, and that whichwasinthefield.  And all their wealth,
and all their little ones, and their wivesthey took captive, and spoiled even all that wasin the house.

And Jacob said to Simeon and Levi, Ye have troubled me to make me odious among the
inhabitants of the land, among the Canaanites, and the Perizzites: and | being few in number, they

they said, Should he deal with our sister, as with a harlot?

days of Isaac were a hundred and eighty years.  And Isaac expired and died, and was gathered
to his people, being old and full of days; and his sons Esau and Jacob buried him.

These were dukes of the sons
of Esau: the sons of Eliphaz thefirst-born son of Esau; duke Teman, duke Omar, duke Zepho, duke

Kenaz, DukeKorah, duke Gatam, and duke Amalek: these are the dukes, descendants of Eliphaz,

in the land of Edom: these were the sons of Adah.  And these are the sons of Reuel Esau's son;
duke Nahath, duke Zerah, duke Shammah, duke Mizzah: these are the dukes, descendants of Reud,

in the land of Edom: these are the sons of Bashemath Esau's wife. And these are the sons of
Aholibamah Esau's wife; duke Jeush, duke Jaalam, duke K orah: these were the dukes, descendants

of Aholibamah the daughter of Anah Esau's wife. 19Theﬂe are the sons of Esau (who is Edom)
and these are their dukes. 20Th%e are the sons of Seir the Horite, who inhabited the land; L otan,
and Shobal, and Zibeon, and Anah. 21And Dishon, and Ezer, and Dishan: these are the dukes of
the Horites, the children of Seir in the land of Edom. 22And the children of Lotan were Hori, and
Heman: and Lotan's sister was Timna. 23.And the children of Shobal were these; Alvan, and

Manahath, and Ebal, Shepho, and Onam.  And these are the children of Zibeon; both Ajah and
Anah; this was that Anah that found the mules in the wilderness, as he fed the asses of Zibeon his
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father. 25And the children of Anah were these; Dishon, and Aholibamah the daughter of Anah.
6And these are the children of Dishon; Hemdan, and Eshban, and Ithran, and Cheran. 27The
children of Ezer are these; Bilhan, and Zaavan, and Achan. 28The children of Dishan are these;
Uz, and Aran. 29Theﬁe are the dukes, descendants of the Horites; duke Lotan, duke Shobal, duke
Zibeon, duke Anah, 30Duke Dishon, duke Ezer, duke Dishan; these are the dukes, descendants of
Hori, among their dukes in the land of Seir. 31And these are the kings that reigned in the land of
Edom, before there reigned any king over the children of Isradl. 32A nd Belathe son of Beor reigned
in Edom: and the name of his city was Dinhabah. 33A nd Bela died, and Jobab the son of Zerah of
Bozrah reigned in his stead. 34And Jobab died, and Husham of the land of Temani reigned in his
stead.

And
Joseph went after his brethren and found them in Dothan. 18And when they saw him afar off, even
before he came near to them, they conspired against him to slay him. 19And they said one to
another, Behold, this dreamer is coming. 20Come now therefore, and let us slay him, and cast him
into some pit; and we will say, Some evil beast hath devoured him; and we shall see what will

become of hisdreams.  And Reuben heard it, and he delivered him from their hands; and said,

And thy servant
my father, said to us, Y e know that my wife bore metwo sons.  And the one went out from me,

and | said, Surely heistorn in pieces; and | have not seen him since:  And if ye take this also
from me, and mischief shall befall him, yewill bring down my gray hairs with sorrow to the grave.

Now therefore, when | come to thy servant my father, and the lad is not with us; (seeing that his

that he will die: and thy servants will bring down the gray hairs of thy servant our father, with

Haste ye, and return to my father, and
say to him, Thus saith thy son Joseph, God hath made me lord of all Egypt; come down to me;

delay not:  And thou shalt dwell in the land of Goshen, and thou shalt be near to me, thou, and

thy children, and thy children's children, and thy flocks, and thy herds, and all that thou hast: ~ And
there will | nourish thee, (for yet there are five years of famine,) lest thou, and thy household, and

all that thou hast, should cometo poverty.  And behold, your eyes see, and the eyes of my brother

Benjamin, that it is my mouth that speaketh toyou.  And ye shall tell my father of al my glory

14
in Egypt, and of all that ye have seen: and ye shall haste, and bring down my father hither.  And

hefell upon hisbrother Benjamin's neck, and wept; and Benjamin wept upon hisneck.  Moreover,

he kissed all his brethren, and wept upon them: and after that his brethren talked with him.  And
the fame of this was heard in Pharaoh's house, saying, Joseph's brethren are come: and it pleased

Pharaoh well, and his servants.  And Pharaoh said to Joseph, Say to thy brethren, This do ye;

load your beasts, and go, return to theland of Canaan;  And take your father, and your households,
and come to me: and | will give you the good of the land of Egypt, and ye shall eat the fat of the

land.  Now thou art commanded, this do ye; take for yourselves wagons from the land of Egypt

for your little ones, and for your wives, and bring your father, and come.  Also regard not your

furniture; for the good of all the land of Egypt isyours.  And the children of Israel did so: and
Joseph gave them wagons, according to the commandment of Pharaoh, and gave them provision

fortheway. Toall of them he gave each man changes of raiment: but to Benjamin he gave three

hundred piecesof silver, and fivechangesof raiment.  And to hisfather he sent after thismanner;
ten asses laden with the good things of Egypt, and ten she-asses laden with corn and bread and

meat, for hisfather by theway.  So he sent his brethren away, and they departed: and he said to

Zebulun; Sered, and Elon, and Jahleel.  These are the sons of Leah, which she bore to Jacob in
Padan-aram, with his daughter Dinah: all the souls of his sons and his daughters were thirty and

three. 16And the sons of Gad; Ziphion, and Haggai, Shuni, and Ezbon, Eri, and Arodi, and Areli.

17And the sons of Asher; Jimnah, and Ishuah, and Isui, and Beriah, and Serah their sister. And the
sons of Beriah; Heber, and Malchiel. 18These are the sons of Zilpah, whom Laban gave to Leah
his daughter: and these she bore to Jacob, even sixteen souls. 19The sons of Rachel Jacob's wife;
Joseph, and Benjamin. 20And to Joseph in the land of Egypt were born Manasseh and Ephraim,

whom Asenath the daughter of Poti-pherah priest of On boreto him.  And the sons of Benjamin
were Belah, and Becher, and Ashbel, Gera, and Naaman, Ehi, and Rosh, Muppim, and Huppim,

and Ard. 22These are the sons of Rachel, who were born to Jacob; all the souls were fourteen.

23And the sons of Dan; Hushim. 24And the sons of Naphtali; Jahzeel, and Guni, and Jezer, and
Shillem. 25Theﬁe are the sons of Bilhah, whom Laban gave to Rachel his daughter, and she bore
these to Jacob: all the souls were seven. 26AII the souls that came with Jacob into Egypt, who

came out of hisloins, besides Jacob's sons wives, all the soulsweresixty andsix.  And the sons
of Joseph who were born to him in Egypt, were two souls: al the souls of the house of Jacob, who

28
came into Egypt, were seventy.  And he sent Judah before him to Joseph, to direct his face to

Goshen; and they came into the land of Goshen.  And Joseph made ready his chariot, and went
to meet I sragl hisfather to Goshen; and presented himself to him: and hefell on his neck, and wept

on hisneck agood while.  And Isragl said to Joseph, Now let me die, since | have seen thy face,

my fathersinthe daysof their pilgrimage.  And Jacob blessed Pharaoh, and went out from before

Pharaoh.  And Joseph placed hisfather and his brethren, and gave them a possession in the land

of Egypt, inthe best of theland, in theland of Rameses, as Pharaoh had commanded.  And Joseph
nourished his father, and his brethren, and all his father's household, with bread according to their

13
families.  And there was no bread in all the land; for the famine was very distressing, so that the

land of Egypt, and all the land of Canaan, fainted by reason of thefamine.  And Joseph gathered
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all the money that was found in the land of Egypt, and in the land of Canaan, for the corn which

they bought: and Joseph brought the money into Pharaoh's house.  And when money failed in
the land of Egypt, and in the land of Canaan, al the Egyptians came to Joseph, and said, Give us

bread: for why should we diein thy presence: for the money faileth.  And Joseph said, Give your

cattle; and | will give you for your cattle, if money hath failed.  And they brought their cattle to
Joseph: and Joseph gave them bread in exchange for horses, and for the flocks, and for the cattle

of the herds, and for the asses; and he fed them with bread, for all their cattle, for that year.  When
that year was ended, they came to him the second year, and said to him, We will not hide from my
lord, how that our money is spent; my lord also hath our herds of cattle; there is not aught left in

land of Egypt, both in vessels of wood, and in vessels of stone.  And Moses and Aaron did so,
as the LORD commanded; and he lifted up the rod and smote the waters that were in the river, in
the sight of Pharaoh, and in the sight of his servants; and all the waters that were in the river were

And
they shall eat the flesh in that night, roasted with fire; and unleavened bread, and with bitter herbs

they shall eat it. Eat not of it raw, nor boiled at all with water, but roasted with fire; its head with

its legs, and with its entrails. ~ And ye shall let nothing of it remain till the morning: and that

11
which remaineth of it till the morning ye shall burn withfire.  And thus shall ye eat it; with your
loins girded, your shoes on your feet, and your staff in your hand: and ye shall eat it in haste; it is
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12
the LORD'Spassover.  For | will passthrough the land of Egypt this night, and will smite all the
first-born in the land of Egypt, both man and beast: and against all the gods of Egypt | will execute

13
judgment: | anthe LORD.  And the blood shall be to you for atoken upon the houses where ye
are: and when | seethe blood, | will pass over you, and the plague shall not be upon you to destroy

14
you, when | smite the land of Egypt.  And this day shall be to you for amemorial; and ye shall
keep it afeast to the LORD throughout your generations: ye shall keep it afeast by an ordinance

15
forever.  Seven daysshall ye eat unleavened bread; even thefirst day ye shall put away leaven
out of your houses. for whoever eateth leavened bread, from the first day till the seventh day, that

16
soul shall be cut off from Israel.  And in the first day there shall be a holy convocation, and in
the seventh day there shall be aholy convocation to you: no manner of work shall be donein them,

17
save that which every man must eat, that only may be done by you.  And ye shall observe the
feast of unleavened bread; for in this same day have | brought your armies out of the land of Egypt:

18
therefore shall ye observe this day in your generations by an ordinance for ever.  In the first
month, on the fourteenth day of the month at evening, ye shall eat unleavened bread, till the one

19
and twentieth day of the month at evening.  Seven days shall there be no leaven found in your
houses: for whoever eateth that which is leavened, even that soul shall be cut off from the

20
congregation of Israel, whether he shall be a stranger, or bornintheland.  Yeshall eat nothing

21
leavened: in al your habitations shall ye eat unleavened bread. = Then Moses called for all the
elders of Israel, and said to them, Draw out, and take you a lamb, according to your families, and

kill the passover.  And ye shall take abunch of hyssop, and dip it in the blood that isin the basin,
and strike the lintel and the two side-posts with the blood that isin the basin: and none of you shall

23
go out at the door of his house till the morning.  For the LORD will pass through to smite the
Egyptians; and when he seeth the blood upon the lintel, and on the two side-posts, the LORD will
24
pass over the door, and will not suffer the destroyer to comein to your housesto smiteyou.  And

ye shall observe this thing for an ordinance to thee and to thy sonsfor ever.  And it shall come
to pass, when ye shall have come to the land which the LORD will give you, according as he hath

promised, that ye shall keep thisservice.  And it shall come to pass, when your children shall

say to you, What mean you by thisservice?  That ye shall say, It isthe sacrifice of the LORD'S
passover, who passed over the houses of the children of 1srael in Egypt, when he smote the Egyptians,

and delivered our houses. And the people bowed the head and worshiped.  And the children of

Israel went away, and did as the LORD had commanded Moses and Aaron, so didthey.  Andit
came to pass, that at midnight the LORD smote all the first-born in the land of Egypt, from the
first-born of Pharaoh that sat on histhrone, to thefirst-born of the captive that was in the dungeon;

and all the first-born of cattle. ~ And Pharaoh rose in the night, he, and all his servants, and all
the Egyptians; and there was a great cry in Egypt: for there was not a house where there was not

onedead. And hecalled for Moses and Aaron by night, and said, Arise, and depart from among

my people, both ye and the children of Israel: and go, serve the LORD, asye have said.  Also

take your flocks and your herds, as ye have said, and be gone: and bless me dlso.  And the
Egyptians were urgent upon the people, that they might send them out of the land in haste; for they

said, Weareall deadmen.  And the peopletook their dough beforeit wasleavened, their kneading

troughs being bound up in their clothes upon their shoulders.  And the children of Israel did
according to the word of Moses. and they borrowed of the Egyptians jewels of silver, and jewels

of gold, andraiment.  And the LORD gave the people favor in the sight of the Egyptians, so that

they lent to them such things asthey requested: and they spoiled the Egyptians.  And the children
of Israel journeyed from Rameses to Succoth, about six hundred thousand on foot that were men,

besides children.  And a mixed multitude went up also with them; and flocks, and herds, even

very many cattle.  And they baked unleavened cakes of the dough which they brought from
Egypt, for it was not leavened: because they were driven from Egypt, and could not tarry, neither

If she shall not please her master,
who hath betrothed her to himself, then shall he let her be redeemed: to sell her to a strange nation

he shall have no power, seeing he hath dealt deceitfully with her. 9And if he hath betrothed her to
his son, he shall deal with her after the manner of daughters. 10I1‘ he shall take him another wife;
her food, her raiment, and her duty of marriage shall he not diminish. 11And if he shall not perform
these three to her, then shall she depart free without money. 12He that smiteth a man, so that he
dieth, shall be surely put to death. 13And if aman shall not lie in wait, but God shall deliver him

into his hand; then | will appoint thee a place whither he shal flee.  But if a man shall come
presumptuously upon his neighbor, to slay him with guile; thou shalt take him from my altar, that

he shall let him go free for histooth'ssake. I an ox shall gore aman or awoman, that they die:
then the ox shall be surely stoned, and his flesh shall not be eaten; but the owner of the ox shall be

quit.  But if the ox was accustomed to push with his horn in time past, and it hath been testified
to his owner, and he hath not restrained him, but that he hath killed a man or awoman; the ox shall

be stoned, and his owner also shall be put to death.  If there shall be laid on him a sum of money,

then he shall give for the ransom of his life whatever islaid upon him.  Whether he hath gored

a son, or hath gored a daughter, according to this judgment shall it be done to him.  If the ox

the four corners thereof: its horns shall be of the same: and thou shalt overlay it with brass. And
thou shalt make its pansto receiveits ashes, and its shovels, and its basins, and its flesh-hooks, and

itsfire-pans: all itsvesselsthou shalt make of brass.  And thou shalt makefor it agrate of net-work

5
of brass; and upon the net shalt thou make four brazen ringsin its four corners.  And thou shalt
put it under the compass of the atar beneath, that the net may be even to the midst of the altar.

And thou shalt make staffs for the altar, staffs of shittim wood, and overlay them with brass.

And the staffs shall be put into the rings, and the staffs shall be upon the two sides of the altar, to

8
bear it. Hollow with boards shalt thou make it: as it was shown thee on the mount, so shall they

makeit. And thou shalt make the court of the tabernacle: for the south side southward there shall

be hangings for the court of fine twined linen of a hundred cubits long for one side:  And its
twenty pillars and their twenty sockets shall be of brass. the hooks of the pillars and their fillets

11
shall beof silver.  And likewise for the north side in length there shall be hangings of a hundred
cubits long, and its twenty pillars and their twenty sockets of brass: the hooks of the pillars and

their fillets of silver. 12A nd for the breadth of the court on the west side shall be hangings of fifty
cubits: their pillars ten, and their sockets ten. 13And the breadth of the court on the east side
eastward shall be fifty cubits. 14The hangings of one side of the gate shall be fifteen cubits: their
pillarsthree, and their socketsthree. 15A nd on the other side shall be hangings, fifteen cubits: their

pillars three, and their socketsthree.  And for the gate of the court shall be a hanging of twenty
cubits, of blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen, wrought with needle-work: and their

pillars shall be four, and their socketsfour.  All the pillars around the court shall be filleted with

silver: their hooks shall be of silver, and their sockets of brass.  The length of the court shall be
a hundred cubits, and the breadth fifty every where, and the hight five cubits of fine twined linen,

and their socketsof brass.  All the vessels of the tabernacle in all the service thereof, and all the

pinsthereof, and all the pins of the court, shall beof brass.  And thou shalt command the children
of Israel, that they bring the pure olive-oil beaten for the light, to cause the lamp to burn aways.

In the tabernacle of the congregation without the vail, which is before the testimony, Aaron and
his sons shall order it from evening to morning before the LORD: It shall be a statute for ever to
their generations on the behalf of the children of Israel.

Chapter 28
And take thou to thee Aaron thy brother, and his sons with him, from among the children of
Israel, that he may minister to mein the priest's office, even Aaron, Nadab and Abihu, Eleazar and

Ithamar, Aaron's sons.  And thou shalt make holy garments for Aaron thy brother, for glory and

for beauty. And thou shalt speak to all that are wise in heart, whom | have filled with the spirit
of wisdom, that they may make Aaron's garments to consecrate him, that he may minister to mein

thepriest'soffice. And these are the garmentswhich they shall make; abreast-plate, and an ephod,
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and arobe, and abroidered coat, amiter, and agirdle; and they shall make holy garmentsfor Aaron
thy brother, and his sons, that he may minister to me in the priest's office. 5And they shall take
gold, and blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine linen. 6And they shall make the ephod of gold, of
blue, and of purple, of scarlet, and fine twined linen, with curious work.

thou make them, and fasten the wreathed chains to the ouches. And thou shalt make the
breast-plate of judgment with curious work; after the work of the ephod thou shalt makeit; of gold,

shall be, being doubled; aspan shall beitslength, and aspan shall beitsbreadth.  And thou shalt
set in it settings of stones, even four rows of stones: the first row shall be a sardius, atopaz, and a

adiamond.  Andthethird row aligure, an agate, and an amethyst.  And thefourth row aberyl,

itisasign between me and you throughout your generations; that ye may know that | am the LORD

that doth sanctify you.  Ye shall keep the sabbath therefore: for it is holy to you. Every one that
profaneth it shall surely be put to death: for whoever doeth any work therein, that soul shall be cut

Chapter 32

And when the people saw that Moses delayed to come down from the mount, the people
assembled themselves to Aaron, and said to him, Arise, make us gods which shall go before us:
for asfor thisMoses, the man that brought us out of the land of Egypt, we know not what is become

of him.  And Aaron said to them, Break off the golden ear-rings which are in the ears of your

31And
Moses returned to the LORD, and said, Oh, this people have sinned a great sin, and have made
them gods of gold.

thee: therefore now put off thy ornaments from thee, that | may know what to do to thee. And

the children of Israel stripped themselves of their ornaments, by the mount Horeb. And Moses
took the tabernacle, and pitched it without the camp far from the camp, and called it the Tabernacle
of the congregation. And it came to pass, that every one who sought the LORD, went out to the

tabernacle of the congregation, which was without the camp.  And it came to pass when Moses
went out to the tabernacle, that all the peoplerose, and stood every man at histent-door, and |ooked

9
after Moses, until he had gone into the tabernacle. And it cameto pass, as Moses entered into the
tabernacle, the cloudy pillar descended, and stood at the door of the tabernacle, and the LORD

talked with Moses.  And all the people saw the cloudy pillar stand at the tabernacle door: and

all the people rose and worshiped, every man in histent-door.  And the LORD spoke to Moses
face to face, as a man speaketh to his friend.

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Chapter 34

And the LORD said to Moses, Hew thee two tables of stonelikethefirst; and | will write upon

these tables the words that were in the first tables which thou didst break. And be ready in the
morning, and come up in the morning to mount Sinai, and present thyself there to me on the top of

3
the mount. And no man shall come up with thee, neither let any man be seen throughout al the

4
mount: neither let the flocks nor herds feed beforethat mount. And he hewed two tables of stone,
like the first; and Moses rose up early in the morning, and went up to mount Sinai, as the LORD

had commanded him, and took in his hand the two tables of stone. And the LORD descended in

among thy cattle, whether ox or sheep, thatismale.  But the firstling of an assthou shalt redeem
with alamb: and if thou shalt not redeem him, then shalt thou break his neck. All the first-born of

thy sons thou shalt redeem. And none shall appear before meempty.  Six days thou shalt work,

22
but on the seventh day thou shalt rest: in time of plowing and in harvest thou shalt rest.  And
thou shalt observethe feast of weeks, of the first-fruits of wheat-harvest, and the feast of in-gathering

at theyear'send.  Thricein the year shal al your male children appear before the Lord GOD,

24
the God of Israel.  For | will drive out the nations before thee, and enlarge thy borders: neither
shall any man desire thy land, when thou shalt go up to appear before the LORD thy God, thrice

intheyear.  Thou shalt not offer the blood of my sacrifice with leaven, neither shall the sacrifice

of the feast of the passover be left until themorning.  Thefirst of the first-fruits of thy land thou
shalt bring to the house of the LORD thy God. Thou shalt not seethe a kid in his mother's milk.

And the LORD said to M oses, Write thou these words: for after the tenor of these words | have

made a covenant with thee, and with Israel.  And he was there with the LORD forty days and
forty nights; he neither ate bread nor drank water: and he wrote upon the tables the words of the

covenant, the ten commandments.  And it came to pass when Maoses came down from mount
Sinai (with the two tables of testimony in Moses's hand, when he came down from the mount) that

Moses knew not that the skin of hisface shone, while hetalked withhim.  And when Aaron and
all the children of Israel saw Moses, behold, the skin of his face shone, and they were afraid to

come nigh him.  And Moses called to them; and Aaron and all the rulers of the congregation

dyed red, and badgers' skins, and shittim wood, 8And oil for the light, and spices for anointing oil,
and for the sweet incense, And onyx stones, and stones to be set for the ephod, and for the
breast-plate. 10A nd every wise-hearted among you shall come, and make all that the LORD hath
commanded; 11The tabernacle, its tent, and its covering, its buttons, and its boards, its bars, its
pillars, and its sockets, 12The ark, and its staffs, with the mercy-seat, and the vail of the covering,
13The table, and its staffs, and all its vessels, and the show-bread, 14The candlestick also for the

15
light, and its furniture, and its lamps, with the ail for the light,  And the incense-altar, and its
staffs, and the anointing oil, and the sweet incense, and the hanging for the door at the entrance of

16
thetabernacle, Thealtar of burnt-offering, with its brazen grate, its staffs, and all itsvessels, the
17
laver and itsfoot,  The hangings of the court, its pillars, and their sockets, and the hanging for

18 19
thedoor of thecourt, The pinsof thetabernacle, and the pins of the court, and their cords, The
clothes of service, to do service in the holy place, the holy garments for Aaron the priest, and the

20
garments of his sons, to minister in the priest's office.  And all the congregation of the children

21
of Israel departed from the presence of Moses.  And they came, every one whose heart excited
him, and every one whom his spirit made willing, and they brought the LORD'S offering to the

work of the tabernacle of the congregation, and for all hisservice, and for the holy garments.  And
they came, both men and women, as many as were willing-hearted, and brought bracelets, and
ear-rings, and rings, and tablets, all jewels of gold; and every man that offered, offered an offering

23
of goldtothe LORD.  And every man, with whom was found blue, and purple, and scarlet, and

24
fine linen, and goats' hair, and red skins of rams, and badgers' skins, brought them.  Every one
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that offered an offering of silver and brass brought the LORD'S offering: and every man with whom

25
was found shittim wood for any work of the service, brought it.  And all the women that were
wise-hearted spun with their hands, and brought that which they had spun, both of blue, and of

26
purple, and of scarlet, and of finelinen.  And all the women whose heart moved them in wisdom
27
spun goats hair.  And the rulers brought onyx stones, and stones to be set, for the ephod, and for
28
the breast-plate;  And spice, and ail for the light, and for the anointing oil, and for the sweet

29
incense.  Thechildren of Isragl brought awilling offering to the LORD, every man and woman,
whose heart made them willing to bring for all manner of work, which the LORD had commanded

30
to be made by the hand of Moses.  And Moses said to the children of Israel, See, the LORD hath

31
called by name Bezaleel, the son of Uri, the son of Hur, of thetribe of Judah;  And he hathfilled
him with the spirit of God, in wisdom, in understanding, and in knowledge, and in al manner of

32 33
workmanship;  And to devise curiousworks, towork ingold, and insilver, andinbrass, And
in the cutting of stones, to set them, and in carving of wood, to make any manner of curious work.

34
And he hath put in his heart that he may teach, both he and Aholiab, the son of Ahisamach, of

35
thetribe of Dan.  Them hath he filled with wisdom of heart, to work all manner of work, of the
engraver, and of the skillful workmen, and of the embroiderer, in blue, and in purple, in scarlet,
and infinelinen, and of the weaver, even of them that do any work, and of those that devise curious
work.

Chapter 36
Then wrought Bezaleel and Aholiab, and every wise-hearted man, in whom the LORD put
wisdom and understanding, to know how to work al manner of work for the service of the sanctuary,

2
according to al that the LORD had commanded. And Moses called Bezaleel and Aholiab, and
every wise-hearted man, in whose heart the LORD had put wisdom, even every one whose heart

3
excited him to come to the work to do it:  And they received from Moses all the offering which
the children of Isragl had brought for the work of the service of the sanctuary, to makeit. And they

4
brought yet to him free-offerings every morning. And all the wise men, that wrought all the work

5
of the sanctuary, came every man from his work which they made. And they spoke to Moses,
saying, The people bring much more than enough for the service of the work, which the LORD
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6
commanded to make. And Moses gave commandment, and they caused it to be proclaimed
throughout the camp, saying, Let neither man nor woman make any more work for the offering of

7
the sanctuary. So the people were restrained from bringing.  For the stuff they had was sufficient

8
for all thework to makeit, and too much.  And every wise-hearted man among them that wrought
the work of the tabernacle made ten curtains of fine twined linen, and blue, and purple, and scarlet:

9
he made them with cherubim of curiouswork. The length of one curtain was twenty and eight

10
cubits, and the breadth of one curtain four cubits: the curtains were all of one size.  And he
coupled the five curtains one to another: and the other five curtains he coupled one to another.

And he made loops of blue on the edge of one curtain from the selvedge in the coupling: likewise

12
he made in the extremity of another curtain, in the coupling of the second.  Fifty loops he made
in one curtain, and fifty loops he made in the edge of the curtain which was in the coupling of the

13
second: the loops held one curtain to another.  And he made fifty buttons of gold, and coupled
14
the curtains one to another with the buttons. So it became onetabernacle.  And he made curtains

15
of goats' hair for the tent over the tabernacle: eleven curtains he madethem.  The length of one
curtain was thirty cubits, and four cubits was the breadth of one curtain: the eleven curtains were

16 1
of onesize.  And he coupled five curtains by themselves, and six curtains by themselves.  And
he made fifty loops upon the outermost edge of the curtain in the coupling, and fifty loops made

he upon the edge of the curtain which coupleth the second. 18A nd he made fifty buttons of brass
to couple the tent together, that it might be one. 19And he made a covering for the tent of rams
skinsdyed red, and acovering of badgers skinsabovethat. 20A nd he made boardsfor the tabernacle
of shittim wood, standing up. 21The length of a board was ten cubits, and the breadth of a board
one cubit and a half. 22One board had two tenons, equally distant one from another; thus did he
make for all the boards of the tabernacle. ? And he made boards for the tabernacle; twenty boards

24
for the south side southward: ~ And forty sockets of silver he made under the twenty boards; two
sockets under one board for itstwo tenons, and two sockets under another board for its two tenons.

And for the other side of the tabernacle which istowards the north corner, he made twenty boards.
And their forty sockets of silver; two sockets under one board, and two sockets under another

27 28
board. And for the sides of the tabernacle westward he made six boards.  And two boards he
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made for the corners of the tabernacle in the two sides. 29And they were coupled beneath, and
coupled together at the head thereof, to one ring: thus he did to both of them in both the corners.

30A nd there were eight boards; and their sockets were sixteen sockets of silver, under every board
two sockets. 31And he made bars of shittim wood; five for the boards of the one side of the
tabernacle, 32A nd five bars for the boards of the other side of the tabernacle, and five barsfor the
boards of the tabernacle for the sides westward. 33A nd he made the middle bar to shoot through

34
the boards from the one end to the other.  And he overlaid the boards with gold, and made their

35
rings of gold to be places for the bars, and overlaid the barswith gold.  And he made a vail of
blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen: with cherubim he made it of curious work.

And he made to it four pillars of shittim wood, and overlaid them with gold: their hooks were
37
of gold; and he cast for them four socketsof silver.  And he made ahanging for the tabernacle-door

38
of blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen, of needle-work;  And the five pillars of
it, with their hooks: and he overlaid their capitals and their fillets with gold: but their five sockets
were of brass.

Chapter 37

1
And Bezaleel made the ark of shittim wood: two cubits and a half was the length of it, and a
2
cubit and a half the breadth of it, and a cubit and a half the hight of it: And he overlaid it with

3
pure gold within and without, and made acrown of gold to it round about. And he cast for it four
rings of gold, to be set by the four corners of it; even two rings upon the one side of it, and two

4
rings upon the other side of it. And he made staffs of shittim wood, and overlaid them with gold.

5 6
And he put the staffs into the rings by the sides of the ark, to bear the ark.  And he made the
mercy-seat of pure gold: two cubits and a half was the length of it, and one cubit and a half the

7
breadth of it. And he made two cherubim of gold, beaten out of one piece he made them, on the
8
two ends of the mercy-seat; One cherub on the end on this side, and another cherub on the other

9
end on that side: out of the mercy-seat made he the cherubim on the two ends of it. And the
cherubim spread out their wings on high, and covered with their wings over the mercy-seat, with
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10
their faces one to another; even towards the mercy-seat were the faces of the cherubim.  And he
made the table of shittim wood: two cubits was its length, and a cubit its breadth, and a cubit and

ahalf its hight: 11And he overlaid it with pure gold, and made to it a crown of gold round about.
Also he made to it a border of a hand-breadth round about; and made a crown of gold for its
border round about. 13A nd he cast for it four rings of gold, and put the rings upon the four corners
that wereinitsfour feet. 14Over against the border were the rings, the placesfor the staffs, to bear
thetable. 15A nd he made the staffs of shittim wood, and overlaid them with gold, to bear thetable.
6And he made the vessels which were upon the table, its dishes, and its spoons, and its bowls,

17
and its coversto cover with, of puregold.  And he made the candlestick of pure gold; of beaten
work he made the candlestick; its shaft, and its branch, its bowls, its knobs, and its flowers were

18
of thesame:  And six branches proceeding from its sides; three branches of the candlestick from

19
the one side of it, and three branches of the candlestick from the other side of it.  Three bowls
made after the fashion of almonds in one branch, a knob and a flower; and three bowls made like
almonds in another branch, a knob and a flower: so throughout the six branches proceeding from

20
the candlestick.  And in the candlestick were four bowls made like almonds, its knobs, and its

21
flowers.  And a knob under two branches of the same, and a knob under two branches of the
same, and a knob under two branches of the same, according to the six branches proceeding from

22
it.  Thelr knobs and their branches were of the same: al of it was one beaten work of pure gold.
24
And he made its seven lamps, and its snuffers, and its snuff-dishes, of puregold.  Of atalent

25
of pure gold he made it, and all itsvessels.  And he made the incense-altar of shittim wood: the
length of it was a cubit, and the breadth of it a cubit; it was foursquare; and two cubits wasthe hight

26
of it; the horns of it were of thesame.  And he overlaid it with pure gold, both the top of it, and

27
its sides round about, and its horns: also he made to it a crown of gold round about. ~ And he
made two rings of gold for it under its crown, by the two corners of it, upon its two sides, to be

28
places for the staffsto bear it with.  And he made the staffs of shittim wood, and overlaid them

29
withgold.  And he made the holy anointing oil, and the pure incense of sweet spices, according
to the work of the apothecary.
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Chapter 38

And he made the altar of burnt-offering of shittim wood: five cubits was the length of it, and
2
five cubits the breadth of it; it was foursquare; and its hight was three cubits. And he made its

3
horns on the four corners of it; its horns were of the sasme: and he overlaid it with brass. And he
made all the vessels of the altar, the pots, and the shovels, and the basins, and the flesh-hooks, and

the fire-pans: al the vessels of it he made of brass. 4And he made for the altar a brazen grate of
net-work under the compass of it beneath to the midst of it. 5And he cast four rings for the four
ends of the grate of brass, to be placesfor the staffs. 6A nd he made the staffs of shittim wood, and
overlaid them with brass. 7And he put the staffs into the rings on the sides of the altar, to bear it

8
with; he made the altar hollow with boards. And he made the laver of brass, and the foot of it of
brass, of thelooking-glasses of the women assembling, who assembled at the door of the tabernacle

9
of the congregation. And he made the court: on the south side southward the hangings of the court
10
were of fine twined linen, ahundred cubits:  Their pillars were twenty, and their brazen sockets

11
twenty; the hooks of the pillars, and their fillets, were of silver. ~ And for the north side, the
hangings were a hundred cubits, their pillars were twenty, and their sockets of brass twenty: the

hooksof the pillars, and their filets, of silver.  And for the west side were hangings of fifty cubits,

13
their pillars ten, and their sockets ten; the hooks of the pillars, and their fillets, of silver.  And

14
for the east side eastward fifty cubits.  The hangings of the one side of the gate were fifteen

15
cubits; their pillars three, and their sockets three.  And for the other side of the court-gate, on
this hand and that hand, were hangings of fifteen cubits; their pillarsthree, and their sockets three.

17
All the hangings of the court round about were of fine twined linen.  And the sockets for the
pillars were of brass; the hooks of the pillars, and their fillets, of silver; and the overlaying of their

capitals of silver; and al the pillars of the court were filleted with silver.  And the hanging for
the gate of the court was needle-work, of blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen: and
twenty cubitswasthe length, and the hight in the breadth wasfive cubits, answerabl e to the hangings

19
of the court.  And their pillars were four, and their sockets of brass four; their hooks of silver,

20
and the overlaying of their capitals and their filletsof silver.  And all the pins of the tabernacle,

and of the court round about, were of brass.  This is the sum of the tabernacle, even of the
tabernacle of testimony, asit was counted, according to the commandment of Moses, for the service

22
of the Levites, by the hand of Ithamar, son to Aaron thepriest.  And Bezaleel the son of Uri, the

23
son of Hur, of the tribe of Judah, made all that the LORD commanded Moses.  And with him
was Aholiab, son of Ahisamach, of the tribe of Dan, an engraver, and a skillful workman, and an

24
embroiderer in blue, and in purple, and in scarlet, and finelinen.  All the gold that was occupied
for the work in all the work of the holy place, even the gold of the offering, was twenty and nine

25
talents, and seven hundred and thirty shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary.  And the silver
of them that were numbered of the congregation was a hundred talents, and a thousand seven

hundred and seventy five shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary: A bekah for every man, that

fifty men.  And of the hundred talents of silver were cast the sockets of the sanctuary, and the

sockets of the vail; a hundred sockets of the hundred talents, atalent for a socket.  And of the
thousand seven hundred seventy and five shekels he made hooks for the pillars, and overlaid their

capitals, and filleted them.  And the brass of the offering was seventy talents, and two thousand
30
and four hundred shekels.  And with this he made the sockets to the door of the tabernacle of the

31
congregation, and the brazen altar, and the brazen gratefor it, and al thevesselsof thealtar, And
the sockets of the court round about, and the sockets of the court gate, and all the pins of the
tabernacle, and all the pins of the court round about.

Chapter 39

And of the blue, and purple, and scarlet, they made clothes of service, to do servicein the holy
2
place, and made the holy garments for Aaron; as the LORD commanded Moses. And he made

3
the ephod of gold, blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen.  And they beat the gold
into thin plates, and cut it into wires, to work it in the blue, and in the purple, and in the scarlet,

4
and in the fine linen, with curiouswork.  They made shoulder-piecesfor it, to couple it together:

by the two edges was it coupled together. And the curious girdle of his ephod, that was upon it,
was of the same, according to the work thereof; of gold, blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine

twined linen; asthe LORD commanded Moses.  And they wrought onyx stonesinclosed in ouches

of gold, graven as signets are graven, with the names of the children of Israel. And he put them
on the shoulders of the ephod, that they should be stones for a memorial to the children of Isragl;

8
as the LORD commanded Moses. And he made the breast-plate of curious work, like the work

9
of the ephod; of gold, blue, and purple, and scarlet, and finetwined linen. It wasfoursquare; they
made the breast-plate double: a span wasthe length of it, and a span the breadth of it, being doubled.

And they set in it four rows of stones: the first row was a sardius, atopaz, and a carbuncle: this
11 12
wasthefirstrow.  And the second row, an emerald, asapphire, and adiamond.  And thethird
13
row, aligure, an agate, and an amethyst. ~ And thefourth row, aberyl, an onyx, and ajasper: they

14
wereinclosed in ouches of gold intheir inclosings.  And the stones were according to the names
of the children of Israel, twelve, according to their names, like the engravings of a signet, every

15
one with his name, according to the twelve tribes.  And they made upon the breast-plate chains
16
at the ends, of wreathed work of pure gold.  And they made two ouches of gold, and two gold
17
rings, and put the two rings in the two ends of the breast-plate.  And they put the two wreathed

18
chains of gold in the two rings on the ends of the breast-plate. ~ And the two ends of the two
wreathed chainsthey fastened in the two ouches, and put them on the shoul der-pieces of the ephod,

19
beforeit.  And they made two rings of gold, and put them on the two ends of the breast-plate,

20
upon the border of it, which was on the side of the ephod inward.  And they made two other
golden rings, and put them on the two sides of the ephod underneath, towards the forepart of it,

21
over against the other coupling thereof, above the curious girdle of the ephod:  And they bound
the breast-plate by its rings to the rings of the ephod with alace of blue, that it might be above the
curious girdle of the ephod, and that the breast-plate might not be loosed from the ephod; as the

LORD commanded Moses. 22And he made the robe of the ephod of woven work, al of blue.
And there was a hole in the midst of the robe, as the hole of an habergeon, with a band around

the hole, that it should not rend. 24And they made upon the hems of the robe pomegranates of

blue, and purple, and scarlet, and twined linen. 25And they made bells of pure gold, and put the

26
bells between the pomegranates upon the hem of the robe, around between the pomegranates;, A

bell and apomegranate, abell and a pomegranate, around the hem of the robeto minister in; asthe
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27
LORD commanded Moses.  And they made coats of fine linen, of woven work, for Aaron and
28
for hissons,  And amiter of fine linen, and goodly bonnets of fine linen, and linen breeches of
29
fine twined linen,  And a girdle of fine twined linen, and blue, and purple, and scarlet, of

30
needle-work; asthe LORD commanded Moses.  And they made the plate of the holy crown of
pure gold, and wrote upon it a writing, like to the engravings of a signet, HOLINESS TO THE

31
LORD. And they tied to it a lace of blue, to fasten it on high upon the miter; as the LORD

32
commanded Moses.  Thus was all the work of the tabernacle of the tent of the congregation
finished: and the children of Israel did according to al that the LORD commanded Moses, so did

33
they.  And they brought the tabernacle to Moses, the tent, and all its furniture, its buttons, its
34
boards, its bars, and its pillars, and its sockets, = And the covering of rams' skins dyed red, and
35
the covering of badgers skins, and the vail of the covering, = The ark of the testimony, and its

36 37
staffs, and the mercy-seat,  The table, and all its vessels, and the show-bread,  The pure
candlestick, with its lamps, even with the lamps to be set in order, and all its vessels, and the oil

38
forlight, And the golden altar, and the anointing oil, and the sweet incense, and the hanging for
39
the tabernacle-door,  The brazen altar, and its grate of brass, its staffs, and all its vessels, the

40
laver anditsfoot,  The hangings of the court, its pillars, and its sockets, and the hanging for the
court-gate, its cords, and its pins, and all the vessels of the service of the tabernacle, for the tent of

41
the congregation,  The clothes of service to do service in the holy place, and the holy garments
42
for Aaron the priest, and his sons garments, to minister in the priest's office.  According to all

43
that the LORD commanded Moses, so the children of Israel made all the work.  And Moses
looked upon all the work, and behold, they had doneit as the LORD had commanded, even so had
they doneit: and Moses blessed them.

Chapter 40

1 2
And the LORD spoke to Moses, saying, On thefirst day of the first month shalt thou set up
3
the tabernacle of the tent of the congregation. And thou shalt put in it the ark of the testimony,

4
and cover the ark with thevail.  And thou shalt bring in the table, and set in order the things that
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5
areto be set in order upon it; and thou shalt bring in the candlestick, and light itslamps.  And thou
shalt set the altar of gold for the incense before the ark of the testimony, and put the hanging of the

door to the tabernacle. 6And thou shalt set the altar of the, burnt-offering before the door of the
tabernacle of the tent of the congregation. 7And thou shalt set the laver between the tent of the
congregation and the altar, and shalt put water in it. 8And thou shalt set up the court round about,
and hang up the hanging at the court-gate. 9And thou shalt take the anointing oil, and anoint the

10
tabernacle, and al that isin it, and shalt hallow it, and all its vessels: and it shall be holy.  And
thou shalt anoint the altar of the burnt-offering and all its vessels, and sanctify the altar: and it shall

11 12
be an altar most holy.  And thou shalt anoint the laver and its foot, and sanctify it.  And thou
shalt bring Aaron and his sons to the door of the tabernacle of the congregation, and wash them

13
withwater.  Andthou shalt put upon Aaron the holy garments, and anoint him, and sanctify him;
14
that he may minister to mein the priest'soffice. ~ And thou shalt bring his sons, and clothe them

15
with coats:  And thou shalt anoint them, as thou didst anoint their father, that they may minister
to mein the priest's office: for their anointing shall surely be an everlasting priesthood throughout

16
their generations.  Thus did Moses; according to all that the LORD commanded him, so did he.
17
And it came to passin the first month, in the second year, on the first day of the month, that the
tabernaclewasreared up.  And Moses reared up the tabernacle, and fastened its sockets, and set

19
up its boards, and put in its bars, and reared up its pillars.  And he spread abroad the tent over
the tabernacle, and put the covering of the tent above upon it; as the LORD commanded M oses.

oA nd hetook and put the testimony into the ark, and set the staffs on the ark, and put the mercy-seat
above upontheark: 21A nd he brought the ark into the tabernacle, and set up the vail of the covering,
and covered the ark of the testimony; asthe LORD commanded M oses. 22And he put the tablein
the tent of the congregation, upon the side of the tabernacle northward, without the vail. 3And

24
he set the bread in order upon it before the LORD; as the LORD had commanded Moses.  And
he put the candlestick in the tent of the congregation, over against the table, on the side of the

25
tabernacle southward.  And he lighted the lamps before the LORD, as the LORD commanded

26 27
Moses.  And he put the golden altar in the tent of the congregation, beforethevail: ~ And he
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28
burnt sweet incense on it; as the LORD commanded Moses.  And he set up the hanging at the

29
door of the tabernacle.  And he put the altar of burnt-offering by the door of the tabernacle of
the tent of the congregation, and offered upon it the burnt-offering, and the meat-offering; as the

30
LORD commanded Moses.  And he set the laver between the tent of the congregation and the
31
altar, and put water there, towashwith.  And Moses, and Aaron, and his sons, washed their hands
32
and their feet thereat:  When they went into the tent of the congregation, and when they came

33
near to the atar, they washed; as the LORD commanded Moses.  And he reared up the court
round about the tabernacle and the altar, and set up the hanging of the court-gate: so M osesfinished

34
thework.  Then acloud covered the tent of the congregation, and the glory of the LORD filled
35
the tabernacle.  And Moses was not able to enter into the tent of the congregation, because the
36
cloud abode upon it, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle. = And when the cloud was
37

taken up from over the tabernacle, the children of Israel went onward in al their journeys.  But

38
if the cloud was not taken up, then they journeyed not till the day that it wastakenup.  For the
cloud of the LORD was upon the tabernacle by day, and fire was on it by night, in the sight of all
the house of Israel, throughout all their journeys.

Chapter 1

1
And the LORD called to Moses, and spoke to him out of the tabernacle of the congregation,

2
saying, Speak to the children of Israel, and say to them, If any man of you shall bring an offering

3
to the LORD, ye shall bring your offering of the cattle, even of the herd, and of the flock. If his
offering shall be a burnt-sacrifice of the herd, let him offer a male without blemish: he shall offer
it of his own voluntary will at the door of the tabernacle of the congregation before the LORD.

4
And he shall put his hand upon the head of the burnt-offering; and it shall be accepted for him to

5
make atonement for him.  And he shall kill the bullock before the LORD: and the priests, Aaron's
sons, shall bring the blood, and sprinkle the blood around upon the atar that is by the door of the
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6
tabernacle of the congregation. And he shall flay the burnt-offering, and cut it into its pieces,
7
And the sons of Aaron the priest shall put fire upon the altar, and lay the wood in order upon the
8
fire.  And the priests, Aaron's sons, shall lay the parts, the head, and the fat, in order upon the

9
wood that is on the fire which is upon the altar.  But his inwards and his legs shall he wash in
water: and the priest shall burn all on the atar, to be a burnt-sacrifice, an offering made by fire, of

10
asweet savor tothe LORD.  And if hisoffering be of the flocks, namely, of the sheep, or of the

11
goats, for a burnt-sacrifice; he shall bring it amale without blemish.  And he shall kill it on the
side of the altar northward before the LORD: and the priests, Aaron's sons, shall sprinkle hisblood

12
around upon thealtar:  And he shall cut it into its pieces, with its head and its fat: and the priest

13
shall lay them in order on the wood that is on the firewhichisuponthealtar:  But he shall wash
the inwards and the legs with water: and the priest shall bring it al, and burn it upon the altar: itis

14
a burnt sacrifice, an offering made by fire, of a sweet savor to the LORD.  And if the burnt
sacrifice for his offering to the LORD shall be of fowls, then he shall bring his offering of turtle

15
doves, or of young pigeons.  And the priest shall bring it to the altar, and wring off its head, and

16
burn it on the altar: and its blood shall be wrung out at the side of the altar:  And he shall pluck
away itscrop with itsfeathers, and cast it beside the altar on the east part, by the place of the ashes:

17

And he shall cleave it with itswings, but shall not divide it asunder: and the priest shall burn it
upon the altar, upon the wood that is upon the fire: it is aburnt sacrifice, an offering made by fire,
of asweet savor to the LORD.

Chapter 2

1
And when any will offer ameat-offering to the LORD, his offering shall be of fine flour; and

2
he shall pour oil upon it, and put frankincense uponit. And he shall bring it to Aaron's sons the
priests: and he shall take out of it his handful of its flour, and of its oil, with all its frankincense;
and the priest shall burn the memorial of it upon the altar, to be an offering made by fire, of asweet

3
savor to the LORD: And the remnant of the meat-offering shall be Aaron's and hissons: itisa

4
thing most holy of the offerings of the LORD made by fire. And if thou shalt bring an oblation
of a meat-offering baked in the oven, it shall be unleavened cakes of fine flour mingled with ail,
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5
or unleavened wafers anointed with oil.  And if thy oblation shall be a meat-offering baked in a
6
pan, it shall be of fine flour unleavened, mingled with oil.  Thou shalt part it in pieces, and pour
7
oil upon it: it is a meat-offering. And if thy oblation shall be a meat-offering baked in the

8
frying-pan, it shall be made of fine flour with oil.  And thou shalt bring the meat-offering that is
made of these things to the LORD: and when it is presented to the priest, he shall bring it to the

9
altar. Andthe priest shall take from the meat-offering amemorial of it, and shall burn it upon the

10
atar: it isan offering made by fire, of a sweet savor tothe LORD.  And that which isleft of the
meat-offering shall be Aaron's and his sons': it is a thing most holy, of the offerings of the LORD

11
made by fire.  No meat-offering which ye shall bring to the LORD shall be made with |leaven:

12
for ye shall burn no leaven, nor any honey, in any offering of the LORD made by fire.  Asfor
the oblation of the first-fruits, ye shall offer them to the LORD: but they shall not be burnt on the

13
altar for a sweet savor.  And every oblation of thy meat-offering shalt thou season with salt:
neither shalt thou suffer the salt of the covenant of thy God to be lacking from thy meat-offering:

14
with all thy offeringsthou shalt offer salt.  And if thou shalt offer ameat-offering of thy first-fruits
to the LORD, thou shalt offer for the meat-offering of thy first-fruits, green ears of corn dried by

15
the fire, even corn beaten out of full ears.  And thou shalt put oil upon it, and lay frankincense

16
uponit: itisameat-offering.  And the priest shall burn the memorial of it, part of itsbeaten corn,
and part of itsoil, with all its frankincense: it is an offering made by fire to the LORD.

Chapter 3

1
Andif hisoblation shall be asacrifice of peace-offering, if he shall offer it of the herd, whether

2
amale or female; he shall offer it without blemish before the LORD. And he shall lay his hand
upon the head of his offering, and kill it at the door of the tabernacle of the congregation: and

3
Aaron's sons the priests shall sprinkle the blood upon the atar round about. And he shall offer
of the sacrifice of the peace-offering, an offering made by fire to the LORD,; the fat that covereth

4
the inwards, and all the fat that is upon the inwards, And the two kidneys, and the fat that is on
them, which is by the flanks, and the caul above the liver, with the kidneys, it shall he take away.

And Aaron's sons shall burn it on the altar, upon the burnt-sacrifice which is upon the wood that
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6
isonthefire: it isan offering made by fire, of asweet savor tothe LORD. Andif hisoffering for
a sacrifice of peace-offering to the LORD shall be of the flock, male or female; he shall offer it

7
without blemish. If he shall offer alamb for his offering, then shall he offer it before the LORD.
8

And he shall lay his hand upon the head of his offering, and kill it before the tabernacle of the

9
congregation: and Aaron's sons shall sprinkle the blood of it around upon the altar. And he shall
offer of the sacrifice of the peace-offering an offering made by fire to the LORD: its fat, and the
whole rump, that shall he take off hard by the back-bone; and the fat that covereth the inwards, and

10
all the fat that is upon theinwards,  And the two kidneys, and the fat that is upon them, which
11
is by the flanks, and the caul above the liver, with the kidneys, that shall hetakeaway.  And the
12
priest shall burn it upon the altar: it is the food of the offering made by fireto the LORD.  And

13
if his offering shall be agoat, then he shall offer it beforethe LORD.  And he shall lay his hand
upon the head of it, and kill it before the tabernacl e of the congregation: and the sons of Aaron shall

14
sprinkleitsblood uponthealtar round about.  And he shall offer of it hisoffering, even an offering
made by fireto the LORD; thefat that covereth theinwards, and all thefat that isupon theinwards,

And the two kidneys, and the fat that is upon them, which is by the flanks, and the caul above
16
theliver, withthe kidneys, that shall hetakeaway.  And the priest shall burn them upon the altar:

17
it isthe food of the offering made by fire for a sweet savor: al thefat isthe LORD'S. It shall
be a perpetual statute for your generations throughout all your dwellings, that ye eat neither fat nor
blood.

Chapter 4
1 . 2 - .
And the LORD spoke to Moses, saying, Spesak to the children of Israel, saying, If a soul
shall sin through ignorance against any of the commandments of the LORD concerning things

3
which ought not to be done, and shall violate any of them: If the priest that is anointed shall sin
according to the sin of the people; then let him bring, for his sin which he hath sinned, a young

4
bullock without blemish to the LORD for a sin-offering.  And he shall bring the bullock to the
door of the tabernacle of the congregation before the LORD; and shall lay hishand upon the bullock's

5
head, and kill the bullock before the LORD. And the priest that is anointed shall take of the
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6
bullock's blood, and bring it to the tabernacle of the congregation: And the priest shall dip his
finger in the blood, and sprinkle of the blood seven times before the LORD, before the vail of the

7
sanctuary. And the priest shall put some of the blood upon the horns of the altar of sweet incense
before the LORD, which is in the tabernacle of the congregation; and shall pour al the blood of
the bullock at the bottom of the atar of the burnt-offering, which is at the door of the tabernacle

8
of the congregation. And he shall take off from it all the fat of the bullock for the sin-offering;

9
the fat that covereth the inwards, and all the fat that is upon the inwards, And the two kidneys,
and the fat that is upon them, which is by the flanks, and the caul above the liver, with the kidneys,

10
that shall hetakeaway, Asit wastaken off from the bullock of the sacrifice of peace-offerings.
11
and the priest shall burn them upon the altar of the burnt-offering.  And the skin of the bullock,

12
and all hisflesh, with hishead, and with hislegs, and hisinwards, and hisdung, = Even thewhole
bullock shall he carry forth without the camp to a clean place, where the ashes are poured out, and

13
burn him on the wood with fire: where the ashes are poured out shall he be burnt.  And if the
whole congregation of Israel shall sin through ignorance, and the thing be hid from the eyes of the
assembly, and they have done somewhat against any of the commandments of the LORD concerning

14
things which should not be done, and are guilty;  When the sin which they have sinned against
it is known, then the congregation shall offer ayoung bullock for the sin, and bring him before the

15
tabernacle of the congregation.  And the elders of the congregation shall lay their hands upon

16
the head of the bullock before the LORD: and the bullock shall be killed beforethe LORD.  And
the priest that is anointed shall bring of the bullock's blood to the tabernacle of the congregation:

And the priest shall dip his finger in some of the blood, and sprinkle it seven times before the

LORD, even before the vail.  And he shall put some of the blood upon the horns of the altar
which is before the LORD, that isin the tabernacle of the congregation, and shall pour out all the
blood at the bottom of the atar of the burnt-offering, which is at the door of the tabernacle of the

19 20
congregation.  And he shall take all hisfat from him, and burnit uponthealtar.  And he shall
do with the bullock as he did with the bullock for a sin-offering, so shall he do with this: and the

21
priest shall make an atonement for them, and it shall be forgiventhem.  And he shall carry forth
the bullock without the camp, and burn him as he burned the first bullock: it is a sin-offering for

2
the congregation.  When aruler hath sinned, and done somewhat through ignorance against any
of the commandments of the LORD his God concerning things which should not be done, and is

guilty;  Or if hissin, in which he hath sinned, shall come to his knowledge; he shall bring his
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24
offering, akid of the goats, amale without blemish:  And he shall lay his hand upon the head of
the goat, and kill it in the place where they kill the burnt-offering before the LORD: it is a

25
sin-offering.  And the priest shall take of the blood of the sin-offering with his finger, and put it
upon the horns of the altar of burnt-offering, and shall pour out his blood at the bottom of the altar

26
of burnt-offering.  And he shall burn all his fat upon the altar, as the fat of the sacrifice of
peace-offerings. and the priest shall make an atonement for him as concerning his sin, and it shall

be forgiven him.  And if any one of the common people shall sin through ignorance, while he
doeth somewhat against any of the commandments of the LORD concerning things which ought

28
not to be done, and be guilty;  Or if his sin which he hath sinned shall come to his knowledge:
then he shall bring his offering, akid of the goats, a female without blemish, for his sin which he

29
hathsinned.  Andheshall lay hishand upon the head of the sin-offering, and slay the sin-offering

30
in the place of the burnt-offering.  And the priest shall take of the blood of it with hisfinger, and
put it upon the horns of the altar of burnt-offering, and shall pour out al the blood thereof at the

31
bottom of the altar.  And he shall take away all its fat, as the fat is taken away from off the
sacrifice of peace-offerings; and the priest shall burnit upon the altar for a sweet savor tothe LORD;

32
and the priest shall make an atonement for him, and it shall be forgiven him.  And if he shall

33
bring alamb for a sin-offering, he shall bring it afemale without blemish.  And he shall lay his
hand upon the head of the sin-offering, and slay it for asin-offering in the place where they kill the

34
burnt-offering.  And the priest shall take of the blood of the sin-offering with his finger, and put
it upon the horns of the altar of burnt-offering, and shall pour out al the blood of it at the bottom

of the altar: 35And he shall take away all its fat, as the fat of the lamb is taken away from the
sacrifice of the peace-offerings; and the priest shall burn them upon the altar, according to the
offerings made by fireto the LORD: and the priest shall make an atonement for his sin that he hath
committed, and it shall be forgiven him.

Chapter 5

And if asoul shall sin, and hear the voice of swearing, and be awitness, whether he hath seen

2
or known of it; if he doth not utter it, then he shall bear hisiniquity. Or if asoul shall touch any
unclean thing, whether a carcass of an unclean beast, or a carcass of unclean cattle, or the carcass
of unclean creeping animals, and it shall be hidden from him; he also shall be unclean, and guilty.
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Or if he shall touch the uncleanness of man, whatever uncleanness it may be that a man shall be

4
defiled with, and it be hid from him; when he knoweth of it, then he shall be guilty. Or if asoul
shall swear, pronouncing with his lips to do evil, or to do good, whatever it may be, that a man
shall pronounce with an oath, and it be hid from him; when he knoweth of it, then he shall be guilty

5
inoneof these. Andit shall be, when he shall be guilty in one of these things, that he shall confess

6
that he hath sinned in that thing:  And he shall bring histrespass-offering to the LORD for hissin
which he hath sinned, afemale from the flock, alamb or akid of the goats, for a sin-offering; and

7
the priest shall make an atonement for him concerning hissin.  And if he shall not be ableto bring
alamb, then he shall bring for histrespass which he hath committed, two turtle-doves, or two young

8
pigeons, to the LORD; one for a sin-offering, and the other for a burnt-offering. And he shall
bring them to the priest, who shall offer that which is for the sin-offering first, and wring off his

9
head from his neck, but shall not divide it asunder: And he shall sprinkle of the blood of the
sin-offering upon the side of the altar; and the rest of the blood shall be wrung out at the bottom of

1
thealtar: itisasin-offering.  And he shall offer the second for a burnt-offering, according to the
manner: and the priest shall make an atonement for him for his sin which he hath sinned, and it

11
shall beforgivenhim.  Butif heshall not be ableto bring two turtle-doves, or two young pigeons;
then he that sinned shall bring for his offering the tenth part of an ephah of fine flour for a
sin-offering; he shall put no oil upon it, neither shall he put any frankincense upon it: for it isa

12
sin-offering.  Then shall he bring it to the priest, and the priest shall take his handful of it, even
amemorial of it, and burn it on the altar, according to the offerings made by fire to the LORD: it

13
isasin-offering.  And the priest shall make an atonement for him as concerning his sin that he
hath sinned in one of these, and it shall be forgiven him: and the remnant shall be the priest's, asa

14 15
meat-offering.  Andthe LORD spoketo Moses, saying, If asoul shall commit atrespass, and
sin through ignorance, in the holy things of the LORD; then he shall bring for his trespass to the
LORD aram without blemish out of the flocks, with thy estimation by shekels of silver, after the

16
shekel of the sanctuary, for atrespass-offering:  And he shall make amends for the harm that he
hath done in the holy thing, and shall add to it the fifth part, and give it to the priest: and the priest
shall make an atonement for him with the ram of the trespass-offering, and it shall be forgiven him.

And if asoul shall sin, and commit any of these things which are forbidden to be done by the
commandments of the LORD; though he knew it not, yet is he guilty, and shall bear hisiniquity.

18
And he shal bring a ram without blemish out of the flock, with thy estimation, for a
trespass-offering to the priest; and the priest shall make an atonement for him concerning his
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19
ignorance wherein he erred and knew it not, and it shall beforgivenhim.  Itisatrespass-offering:

20
he hath certainly trespassed against the LORD.  \6:1\And the LORD spoke to Moses, saying,

21
\6:2\If a soul shall sin, and commit a trespass against the LORD, and lie to his neighbor, in that
which was delivered him to keep, or in fellowship, or in athing taken away by violence, or hath

22
deceived his neighbor;  \6:3\Or hath found that which was lost, and lieth concerning it, and

23
sweareth falsely; in any of al these that a man doeth, sinning therein:  \6:4\Then it shall be,
because he hath sinned, and is guilty, that he shall restore that which he took by force, or the thing
which he obtained by deceit, or that which was delivered him to keep, or the lost thing which he

found, \6:5\Or al that about which he hath sworn falsely; he shall evenrestoreit in the principal,
and shall add to it the fifth part more, and give it to him to whom it appertaineth, in the day of his

blemish out of the flock, with thy estimation, for a trespass-offering, to the priest:  \6:7\And the
priest shall make an atonement for him beforethe LORD: and it shall be forgiven him for any thing
of all that he hath done in trespassing therein.

shall put on hislinen garment, and his linen breeches shall he put upon his flesh, and take up the
asheswhich thefire hath consumed with the burnt-offering on the altar, and he shall put them beside

thealtar. \6:11\And he shall put off his garments, and put on other garments, and carry forth the

ashes without the camp to aclean place. \6:12\And the fire upon the altar shall be burning on it;
it shall not be extinguished: and the priest shall burn wood on it every morning, and lay the

fire shall ever be burning upon the altar; it shall never go out. \6:14\And this is the law of the

meat-offering: the sons of Aaron shall offer it before the LORD, before the altar. \6:15\And he
shall take of it his handful, of the flour of the meat-offering, and of the oil thereof, and all the
frankincense which is upon the meat-offering, and shall burn it upon the altar for a sweet savor,

even the memorial of it, to the LORD. \6:16\And the remainder of it shall Aaron and his sons
eat: with unleavened bread shall it be eaten in the holy place; in the court of the tabernacle of the

congregation they shall eatit.  \6:17\It shall not be baked with leaven. | have given it to them for
their portion of my offerings made by fire; It is most holy, as is the sin-offering, and as the

trespass-offering.  \6:18\All the males among the children of Aaron shall eat of it. It shall be a
statute for ever in your generations concerning the offerings of the LORD made by fire: every one

that toucheth them shall be holy.  \6:19\And the LORD spoke to Moses, saying, \6:20\This
isthe offering of Aaron and of his sons, which they shall offer to the LORD in the day when heis
anointed; the tenth part of an ephah of fine flour for a meat-offering perpetual, half of it in the

morning, and half of it at night.  \6:21\In a pan it shall be made with oil; and when it is baked,
thou shalt bring it in: and the baked pieces of the meat-offering shalt thou offer for a sweet savor

statute for ever to the LORD; it shall be wholly burnt.  \6:23\For every meat-offering for the

\6:25\Speak to Aaron and to his sons, saying, This is the law of the sin-offering: In the place
where the burnt-offering iskilled shall the sin-offering be killed before the LORD: it ismost holy.

\6:26\The priest that offereth it for sin shall eat it: in the holy place shall it be eaten, in the court

of the tabernacle of the congregation.  \6:27\Whatever shall touch the flesh of it shall be holy:

holy place, shall be eaten: it shall be burnt in the fire.

Chapter 7

Likewisethisisthelaw of the trespass-offering: it ismost holy. In the place where they kill
the burnt-offering shall they kill the trespass-offering: and the blood of it shall he sprinkle around

uponthealtar. And heshall offer of it all itsfat; the rump, and the fat that covereth the inwards,
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4
And the two kidneys, and thefat that is on them, which is by the flanks, and the caul that is above
5
the liver, with the kidneys, that shall he take away: And the priest shall burn them upon the altar
6
for an offering made by fireto the LORD: it isatrespass-offering. Every male among the priests

7
shall eat of it: it shall be eaten in the holy place: it ismost holy. Asthe sin-offering is, so isthe
trespass-offering: thereis one law for them: the priest that maketh atonement with it shall have it.

8
And the priest that offereth any man's burnt-offering, even the priest shall have to himself the skin
9
of the burnt-offering which he hath offered. And all the meat-offering that is baked in the oven,

10
and all that is dressed in the frying-pan, and in the pan, shall be the priest'sthat offerethit.  And
every meat-offering mingled with oil, and dry, shall all the sons of Aaron have, one as much as

11
another.  Andthisisthelaw of the sacrifice of peace-offerings, which he shall offer to the LORD.

2
If he shall offer it for a thanksgiving, then he shall offer with the sacrifice of thanksgiving
unleavened cakes mingled with oil, and unleavened wafers anointed with oil, and cakes mingled

13
with ail, of fine flour, fried.  Besides the cakes, he shall offer for his offering, leavened bread,

14
with the sacrifice of thanksgiving of his peace-offerings.  And of it he shall offer one out of the
whole oblation for a heave-offering to the LORD, and it shall be the priest's that sprinkleth the

15
blood of the peace-offerings.  And theflesh of the sacrifice of his peace-offeringsfor thanksgiving
16
shall be eaten the same day that it is offered; he shall not leave any of it until the morning.  But
if the sacrifice of his offering shall be avow or avoluntary offering, it shall be eaten the same day
17
that he offereth his sacrifice: and on the morrow also the remainder of it shall be eaten:  But the

18
remainder of the flesh of the sacrifice on the third day shall be burnt withfire.  And if any of the
flesh of the sacrifice of his peace-offerings shall be eaten at all on the third day, it shall not be
accepted, neither shall it be imputed to him that offereth it; it shall be an abomination, and the soul

19
that eateth of it shall bear hisiniquity.  And the flesh that toucheth any unclean thing shall not

20
be eaten; it shall be burnt with fire: and asfor the flesh, al that shall be clean shall eat of it.  But
the soul that eateth of the flesh of the sacrifice of peace-offerings that pertain to the LORD, having

21
his uncleanness upon him, even that soul shall be cut off from his people.  Moreover, the soul
that shall touch any unclean thing, as the uncleanness of man, or any unclean beast, or any
abominable unclean thing, and eat of the flesh of the sacrifice of peace-offerings which pertain to

the LORD, even that soul shall be cut off from his people.  And the LORD spoke to Moses,
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23
saying, Speak to the children of Israel, saying, Y e shall eat no manner of fat, of ox, or of sheep,

orof goat. Andthefat of the beast that dieth of itself, and thefat of that whichistorn with beasts,

may be used for any other purpose; but ye shall in nowiseeat of it.  For whoever eateth the fat
of the beast, of which men offer an offering made by fire to the LORD, even the soul that eateth it

shall be cut off from hispeople.  Moreover, ye shall eat no manner of blood, whether of fowl or
27
of beast, in any of your dwellings.  Whatever soul it may be that eateth any manner of blood,
28 29
even that soul shall be cut off fromhispeople.  Andthe LORD spoketo Moses, saying,  Speak
to the children of Isragl, saying, He that offereth the sacrifice of his peace-offerings to the LORD,

30
shall bring his oblation to the LORD of the sacrifice of hispeace-offerings.  Hisown hands shall
bring the offerings of the LORD made by fire, the fat with the breast, that shall he bring, that the

31
breast may be waved for a wave-offering before the LORD.  And the priest shall burn the fat
32
upon the altar: but the breast shall be Aaron'sand hissons.  And the right shoulder shall ye give

33
to the priest for a heave-offering of the sacrifices of your peace-offerings.  He among the sons
of Aaron that offereth the blood of the peace-offerings, and the fat, shall have the right shoulder

34
for hispart.  For the wave-breast and the heave-shoulder have | taken of the children of Israel
from off the sacrifices of their peace-offerings, and have given them to Aaron the priest, and to his

35
sons, by astatute for ever, from among thechildren of Isragl.  Thisisthe portion of the anointing
of Aaron, and of the anointing of his sons, out of the offerings of the LORD made by fire, in the

36
day when he presented them to minister to the LORD in the priest's office; ~ Which the LORD
commanded to be given to them by the children of Isragl, in the day that he anointed them, by a

37
statute for ever throughout their generations. This is the law of the burnt-offering, of the
meat-offering, and of the sin-offering, and of the trespass-offering, and of the consecrations, and

38
of the sacrifice of the Peace-offerings,  Which the LORD commanded Mosesin mount Sinai, in
the day that he commanded the children of Isragl to offer their oblations to the LORD, in the
wilderness of Sinal.

Chapter 8

Andthe LORD spoketo Moses, saying, Take Aaron and hissonswith him, and the garments,
and the anointing oil, and a bullock for the sin-offering, and two rams, and a basket of unleavened
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bread; 3A nd assembl e thou all the congregation to the door of the tabernacle of the congregation.

4And Moses did as the LORD commanded him; and the assembly was gathered to the door of the
tabernacle of the congregation. 5A nd Moses said to the congregation, Thisis the thing which the
LORD commanded to be done. 6A nd Moses brought Aaron and his sons, and washed them with

water. And he put upon him the coat, and girded him with the girdle, and clothed him with the
robe, and put the ephod upon him, and he girded him with the curious girdle of the ephod, and

bound it to him with it.  And he put the breast-plate upon him: also he put in the breast-plate the

Urim and the Thummim.  And he put the miter upon his head; also upon the miter, even upon his
10
front, did he put the golden plate, the holy crown; asthe LORD commanded Moses.  And Moses

took the anointing oil, and anointed the tabernacle and all that wasinit, and sanctifiedthem.  And
he sprinkled part of it upon the altar seven times, and anointed the altar and all its vessels, both the

12
laver and its foot, to sanctify them.  And he poured of the anointing oil upon Aaron's head, and
13
anointed him, to sanctify him.  And Moses brought Aaron's sons, and put coats upon them, and

14
girded them with girdles, and put bonnets upon them; as the LORD commanded Moses.  And
he brought the bullock for the sin-offering: and Aaron and his sons laid their hands upon the head

15
of the bullock for the sin-offering.  And he slew it; and Moses took the blood, and put it upon
the horns of the altar round about with his finger, and purified the altar, and poured the blood at

16
the bottom of the altar, and sanctified it, to make reconciliation uponit. ~ And hetook all the fat
that was upon the inwards, and the caul above the liver, and the two kidneys, and their fat, and

Moses burned it upon the altar. 17But the bullock, and his hide, his flesh, and his dung, he burnt
with fire without the camp; as the LORD commanded M oses. 18And he brought the ram for the
burnt-offering: and Aaron and his sonslaid their hands upon the head of the ram. 19And hekilled
it; and Moses sprinkled the blood upon the altar round about. 20And he cut the ram into pieces;

21
and Moses burnt the head, and the pieces, andthefat. ~ And he washed the inwards and the legs
in water; and Moses burnt the whole ram upon the altar: it was a burnt-sacrifice for a sweet savor,

22
and an offering made by fire to the LORD; as the LORD commanded Moses.  And he brought
the other ram, the ram of consecration: and Aaron and his sons laid their hands upon the head of

23
theram.  And he dew it; and Moses took of its blood, and put it upon the tip of Aaron's right
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24
ear, and upon the thumb of hisright hand, and upon the great toe of hisright foot.  And he brought
Aaron's sons, and Moses put of the blood upon the tip of their right ear, and upon the thumbs of
their right hands, and upon the great toes of their right feet: and Moses sprinkled the blood upon

25
theatar round about.  And hetook thefat, and the rump, and al the fat that was upon theinwards,

26
and the caul above the liver, and the two kidneys, and their fat, and the right shoulder:  And out
of the basket of unleavened bread, that was before the LORD, he took one unleavened cake, and a

27
cake of oiled bread, and one wafer, and put them on the fat, and upon the right shoulder:  And
he put all upon Aaron's hands, and upon his sons' hands, and waved them for awave-offering before

28
the LORD. And Moses took them from off their hands, and burnt them on the atar upon the
burnt-offering: they were consecrations for a sweet savor: it is an offering made by fire to the

29
LORD. And Mosestook the breast, and waved it for awave-offering before the LORD: for of

30
the ram of consecration it was Moses's part; asthe LORD commanded Moses.  And Moses took
of the anointing oil, and of the blood which was upon the atar, and sprinkled it upon Aaron, and
upon his garments, and upon his sons, and upon his sons garments with him; and sanctified Aaron,

and his garments, and his sons, and his sons garmentswith him.  And Moses said to Aaron and
to his sons, Bail the flesh at the door of the tabernacle of the congregation; and there eat it with the
bread that is in the basket of consecrations, as| commanded, saying, Aaron and his sons shall eat

it.  And that which remaineth of the flesh and of the bread shall ye burn with fire. ~ And ye
shall not go out of the door of the tabernacle of the congregation in seven days, until the days of

Chapter 9

And it came to pass on the eighth day, that Moses called Aaron and his sons, and the elders

burnt-offering, without blemish, and offer them before the LORD. And to the children of Israel

congregation: and all the congregation drew near and stood before the LORD. And Moses said,
Thisisthe thing which the LORD commanded that ye should do: and the glory of the LORD shall

appear to you. And Moses said to Aaron, Go to the altar, and offer thy sin-offering, and thy
burnt-offering, and make an atonement for thyself, and for the people: and offer the offering of the

8
people, and make an atonement for them; asthe LORD commanded. Aaron therefore went to the

9
altar, and slew the calf of the sin-offering, which wasfor himself. And the sons of Aaron brought
the blood to him: and he dipped his finger in the blood, and put it upon the horns of the altar, and

10
poured out the blood at the bottom of the altar:  But the fat, and the kidneys, and the caul above
11
the liver of the sin-offering, he burnt upon the altar; asthe LORD commanded Moses.  And the
12
flesh and the hide he burnt with fire without the camp.  And he slew the burnt-offering; and

13
Aaron's sons presented to him the blood, which he sprinkled around upon the altar.  And they
presented the burnt-offering to him, with the pieces of it, and the head: and he burnt them upon the

altar. 14And he washed the inwards and the legs, and burnt them upon the burnt-offering on the
altar. 15And he brought the people€'s offering, and took the goat, which was the sin-offering for
the people, and slew it, and offered it for sin, asthefirst. 16A nd he brought the burnt-offering, and
offered it according to the manner. 17A nd he brought the meat-offering, and took a handful of it,

and burnt it upon the altar, beside the burnt-sacrifice of the morning.  He slew also the bullock
and theram for a sacrifice of peace-offerings, which wasfor the people: and Aaron's sons presented

19
to him the blood, which he sprinkled around upon the altar,  And the fat of the bullock, and of
the ram, the rump, and that which covereth the inwards, and the kidneys, and the caul above the

20 21
liver:  Andthey put the fat upon the breasts, and he burnt thefat upontheadtar:  And the breasts
and the right shoulder Aaron waved for awave-offering before the LORD); as M oses commanded.

And Aaron lifted up hishand towards the people, and blessed them; and came down from offering

23
the sin-offering, and the burnt-offering, and peace-offerings.  And Moses and Aaron went into
the tabernacle of the congregation, and came out, and blessed the people: and the glory of the LORD

24
appeared to al the people.  And there came out a fire from before the LORD, and consumed
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upon the altar the burnt-offering and the fat: which, when all the people saw, they shouted, and fell
on their faces.

Chapter 10

And Nadab and Abihu, the sons of Aaron, took each of them his censer, and put fireinit, and

put incense on it, and offered strange fire before the LORD, which he commanded them not. And

3
there went out fire from the LORD, and devoured them, and they died before the LORD. Then
Moses said to Aaron, Thisiswhat the LORD spoke, saying, | will be sanctified in them that come

nigh me, and before all the people | will be glorified. And Aaron held his peace. And Moses
called Mishael and Elzaphan, the sons of Uzziel the uncle of Aaron, and said to them, Come near,

carry your brethren from before the sanctuary out of the camp. So they went near, and carried

themin their coats out of the camp; asMoseshad said. And Moses said to Aaron, and to Eleazar
and to Ithamar, his sons, Uncover not your heads, neither rend your clothes; lest ye die, and lest
wrath come upon all the people: but let your brethren, the whole house of Isragl, bewail the burning

which the LORD hath kindled. And ye shall not go out from the door of the tabernacle of the
congregation, lest ye die: for the anointing oil of the LORD is upon you. And they did according

to the word of Moses.  And the LORD spoke to Aaron, saying, Do not drink wine nor strong
drink, thou, nor thy sonswith thee, when ye go into the tabernacle of the congregation, lest ye die:

it shall be a statute for ever throughout your generations.  And that ye may make a difference

between holy and unholy, and between unclean and clean;  And that ye may teach the children

of Israel al the statutes which the LORD hath spoken to them by the hand of Moses.  And Moses
spoke to Aaron, and to Eleazar and to Ithamar, his sons that were |eft, Take the meat-offering that
remaineth of the offerings of the LORD made by fire, and eat it without |eaven beside the atar: for

itismost holy:  And ye shall eat it in the holy place, because it isthy due, and thy sons due, of

the sacrifices of the LORD made by fire: for so | am commanded.  And the wave-breast and
heave-shoulder shall ye eat in a clean place; thou, and thy sons, and thy daughters with thee: for

Behold, the blood of it was not
brought within the holy place: ye should indeed have eaten it in the holy place, as| commanded.

And Aaron said to Moses, Behold, this day have they offered their sin-offering, and their
burnt-offering before the LORD; and such things have befallen me: and if | had eaten the sin-offering

to day, would it have been accepted in the sight of the LORD?  And when Moses heard that, he
was content.

7A nd the swine, though
he divideth the hoof, and is cloven-footed, yet he cheweth not the cud; he is unclean to you. 80f

9
their flesh shall ye not eat, and their carcass shall ye not touch; they are unclean to you. These
shall ye eat, of all that are in the waters: whatever hath fins and scales in the waters, in the sess,

10
and in therivers, them shall yeeat.  And all that have not fins nor scales in the seas, and in the
rivers, of al that move in the waters, and of any living animal which isin the waters, they shall be

11
an abominationtoyou:  They shall be even an abomination to you; ye shall not eat of their flesh,

12
but ye shall havetheir carcassesin abomination.  Whatever hath no fins nor scalesin the waters,

13
that shall be an abomination to you.  And these are they which ye shall have in abomination

among the fowls; they shall not be eaten, they are an abomination: the eagle, and the ossifrage, and

14 15 16
theospray, Andthevultur, and thekite after hiskind;  Every raven after hiskind;  Andthe
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17
owl, and the night-hawk, and the cuckow, and the hawk after hiskind,  And the little owl, and
18 19
the cormorant, and the great owl,  And the swan, and the pelican, and the gier-eagle, Andthe
20
stork, and the heron after her kind, and the lapwing, and the bat.  All fowls that creep, going

21
upon all four, shall be an abomination to you.  Yet these may ye eat, of every flying creeping

animal that goeth upon all four, which have legs above their feet, to leap with upon the earth;

22Even these of them ye may eat; the locust after its kind, and the bald locust after its kind, and
the beetl e after its kind, and the grasshopper after itskind. 23But all other flying creeping animals,
which havefour feet, shall be an abomination to you. 24A nd for these ye shall be unclean: whoever
toucheth the carcass of them shall be unclean until the evening.  And whoever beareth aught of

the carcass of them shall wash his clothes, and be unclean until the evening.  The carcasses of
every beast which divideth the hoof, and is not cloven-footed, nor cheweth the cud, are unclean to

27
you: every one that toucheth them shall beunclean.  And whatever goeth upon its paws, among
all manner of beasts that go on al four, those are unclean to you: whoever toucheth their carcass

28
shall beunclean until theevening.  And hethat beareth the carcass of them shall wash hisclothes,

and be unclean until the evening: they are uncleantoyou.  These aso shall be unclean to you
among the creeping animals that creep upon the earth; the weasel, and the mouse, and the tortoise,

after itskind,  And the ferret and the chameleon, and the lizard, and the snail, and the mole.

These are unclean to you among all that creep: whoever doth touch them, when they are dead,

shall be unclean until the evening.  And upon whatever any of them, when they are dead, doth
fall, it shall be unclean; whether it is any vessel of wood, or raiment, or skin, or sack, whatever
vessel it is, in which any work is done, it must be put into water, and it shall be unclean until the

evening; so it shall be cleansed.  And every earthen vessel, into which any of them falleth,

whatever isin it shall be unclean; and ye shall break it.  Of all meat which may be eaten, that on
which such water cometh shall be unclean: and all drink that may be drank in every such vessdl,

shall beunclean.  And every thing on which any part of their carcass falleth, shall be unclean;
whether an oven, or ranges for pots, they shall be broken down: for they are unclean, and shall be

36
uncleantoyou. Nevertheless, afountain or pit, in which thereis plenty of water, shall be clean:

but that which toucheth their carcass shall beunclean.  And if any part of their carcass shall fall
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38
upon any sowing-seed which isto be sown, it shall beclean.  But if any water shall be put upon
39
the seed, and any part of their carcassshall fall onit, it shall beuncleantoyou.  Andif any beast,

40
of which ye may eat, shall die; hethat toucheth its carcass shall be unclean until theevening.  And
he that eateth of its carcass shall wash his clothes, and be unclean until the evening; he also that

beareth its carcass shall wash his clothes and be unclean until the evening.  And every creeping

animal that creepeth upon the earth shall be an abomination; it shall not be eaten.  Whatever
goeth upon the belly, and whatever goeth upon all four, or whatever hath more feet among all
creeping animals that creep upon the earth, them ye shall not eat; for they are an abomination.

Y e shall not make your selves abominable with any creeping animal that creepeth, neither shall

44
ye make yourselves unclean with them, that ye should be defiled by them.  For | am the LORD
your God: ye shall therefore sanctify yourselves, and ye shall be holy; for I am holy: neither shall

45
ye defile yourselves with any manner of creeping animal that creepeth upon theearth.  For | am
the LORD that bringeth you out of the land of Egypt, to be your God: ye shall therefore be holy,

46
for | am holy.  Thisisthe law of the beasts, and of the fowl, and of every living creature that

47
moveth in the waters, and of every creature that creepeth upon the earth;  To make a difference
between the unclean and the clean, and between the beast that may be eaten and the beast that may
not be eaten.

Chapter 12
1 . 2 . -
And the LORD spoke to Moses, saying, Speak to the children of Israel, saying, If awoman
hath conceived seed, and borne a male-child; then she shall be unclean seven days; according to
3
the days of the separation for her infirmity shall she be unclean. And in the eighth day the flesh

4
of his foreskin shall be circumcised. And she shall then continue in the blood of her purifying
three and thirty days: she shall touch no hallowed thing, nor come into the sanctuary, until the days

5
of her purifying be fulfilled. But if she shall bear a female-child, then she shall be unclean two
weeks, as in her separation: and she shall continue in the blood of her purifying sixty six days.

And when the days of her purifying are fulfilled, for a son, or for a daughter, she shall bring a
lamb of the first year for a burnt-offering, and a young pigeon, or aturtle-dove, for a sin-offering,

7
to the door of the tabernacle of the congregation, to the priest; Who shall offer it beforethe LORD,
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and make an atonement for her; and she shall be cleansed from the issue of her blood. Thisis the

8
law for her that hath borneamale or afemale. And if she shall not be able to bring alamb, then
she shall bring two turtles, or two young pigeons; the one for the burnt-offering, and the other for
asin-offering: and the priest shall make an atonement for her, and she shall be clean.

Chapter 13

1 2
And the LORD spoke to Moses and Aaron, saying, When aman shall have in the skin of

hisflesh arising, ascab, or bright spot, and it be in the skin of his flesh like the plague of leprosy;

3
then he shall be brought to Aaron the priest, or to one of hissonsthe priests:  And the priest shall
look on the plague in the skin of the flesh: and when the hair in the plague is turned white, and the
plaguein sight is deeper than the skin of hisflesh, it isaplague of leprosy: and the priest shall look

4
on him, and pronounce him unclean. If the bright spot is white in the skin of his flesh, and in
sight, not deeper than the skin, and the hair of it not turned white; then the priest shall shut up him

5
that hath the plague seven days. And the priest shall ook on him the seventh day: and behold, if
the plaguein hissight isat a stay, and the plague spreadeth not in the skin; then the priest shall shut

6
him up seven daysmore:  And the priest shall look on him again the seventh day: and behold, if
the plague is somewhat dark, and the plague spreadeth not in the skin, the priest shall pronounce

7
him clean: it isbut ascab: and he shall wash hisclothes, and beclean. Buit if the scab shall spread
much in the skin, after he hath been seen by the priest for his cleansing, he shall be seen by the

8
priest again: And if the priest shall see, that behold, the scab spreadeth in the skin, then the priest
9
shall pronounce him unclean: itisaleprosy. When the plague of leprosy isin aman, then he shall
10
be brought to the priest:  And the priest shall see him: and behold, if the rising is white in the

11
skin, and it hath turned the hair white, and thereisraw fleshintherising;  Itisanold leprosy in
the skin of hisflesh, and the priest shall pronounce him unclean, and shall not shut him up; for he

12
isunclean.  And if aleprosy shall break out in the skin, and the leprosy shall cover all the skin

13
of him that hath the plague from his head even to his foot, wherever the priest looketh;  Then

the priest shall consider: and behold, if the leprosy hath covered all his flesh, he shall pronounce

14
him clean that hath the plague: it isall turned white: heisclean.  But when raw flesh appeareth

15
in him, he shall be unclean.  And the priest shall see the raw flesh, and pronounce him to be
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16
unclean: for the raw fleshisunclean: itisaleprosy.  Or if the raw flesh shall turn again, and be

17
changed into white, he shall cometo the priest;  And the priest shall see him: and behold, if the
plague is turned into white: then the priest shall pronounce him clean that hath the plague: he is

18 19
clean.  Theflesh also, in which, even in the skin of it, was a boil, and ishealed, = And in the
place of the boil there shall be awhiterising, or a bright spot, white, and somewhat reddish, and it

20
beshowed tothepriest; Andif, when the priest seeth it, behold, it isin sight lower than the skin,
and the hair of it is turned white; the priest shall pronounce him unclean: it is a plague of leprosy

21
broken out of the boil.  But if the priest shall look on it, and behold, there are no white hairsin
it, and if it is not lower than the skin, but somewhat dark; then the priest shall shut him up seven

22
days.  Andif it hath spread much in the skin, then the priest shall pronounce him unclean: it is
23
aplague. But if the bright spot shall stay in its place, and not spread, it is a burning boil; and
24
the priest shall pronounce him clean.  Or if there is any flesh, in the skin of which thereis a hot

25
burning, and the live flesh that burneth hath awhite bright spot, somewhat reddish or white;  Then
the priest shall look upon it: and behold, if the hair in the bright spot is turned white, and it isin
sight deeper than the skin: it is a leprosy broken out of the burning: wherefore the priest shall

26
pronounce him unclean: it isthe plague of leprosy.  But if the priest shall ook onit, and behold,
thereisno white hair in the bright spot, and it isno lower than the other skin, but is somewhat dark;

27
thenthe priest shall shut himup sevendays.  And the priest shall look upon him the seventh day:
and if it is spread much in the skin, then the priest shall pronounce him unclean: it is the plague of

28
leprosy, Andif thebright spot shall stay inits place, and not spread in the skin, but be somewhat
dark; it isarising of the burning, and the priest shall pronounce him clean: for it isan inflammation

2 30
of theburning.  If aman or woman shall have a plague upon the head or the beard;  Then the
priest shall seethe plague: and behold, if it isin sight deeper than the skin, and thereisinit ayellow
thin hair; then the priest shall pronounce him unclean: it isadry scall, even aleprosy upon the head

31
or beard.  And if the priest shal look on the plague of the scall, and behold, it is not in sight
deeper than the skin, and no black hair in it; then the priest shall shut up him that hath the plague

32
of the scall sevendays:  And in the seventh day the priest shall look on the plague: and behold,
if the scall spreadeth not, and thereisin it no yellow hair, and the scall is not in sight deeper than

33
the skin;  He shall be shaven, but the scall shall he not shave; and the priest shall shut up him
34
that hath the scall seven days more:  And in the seventh day the priest shall ook on the scall:
and behold, if the scall isnot spread in the skin, nor isin sight deeper than the skin; then the priest
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35
shall pronounce him clean: and he shall wash his clothes, and be clean.  But if the scall shall
36
spread much in the skin after hiscleansing;  Then the priest shall look on him: and behold, if the

37
scall isspread in the skin, the priest shall not seek for yellow hair; heisunclean.  But if the scall
shall bein hissight at astay, and thereisblack hair grown init; the scall ishealed, heis clean: and

38
the priest shall pronounce him clean.  If aman also or awoman shall have in the skin of their

39
flesh bright spots, even white bright spots;  Then the priest shall look: and behold, if the bright
spotsin the skin of their flesh are darkish white; it is afreckled spot that groweth in the skin; heis

40 41
clean.  And the man whose hair hath fallen off his head, heisbald; yet isheclean.  And he
that hath his hair fallen off from the part of his head towards his face, he is forehead-bald; yet is

42
heclean. Andif thereisin the bald head, or bald forehead, a white reddish sore; it is aleprosy

43
sprung up on hisbald head, or hisbald forehead. = Then the priest shall look upon it: and behold,
if the rising of the sore is white reddish on his bald head, or on his bald forehead, as the leprosy

44
appeareth in the skin of theflesh;  Heisaleprous man, he is unclean: the priest shall pronounce

45
him utterly unclean; hisplagueisin hishead.  And the leper in whom the plague s, his clothes
shall be rent, and his head bare, and he shall put a covering upon his upper lip, and shall cry,

46
Unclean, unclean.  All the days in which the plague shall be in him he shall be defiled; he is
47
unclean: he shall dwell alone, without the camp shall his habitation be.  The garment also that
48
the plague of leprosy isin, whether awoolen garment, or alinen garment;  Whether in the warp,

49
or woof, of linen, or of woolen: whether in askin, or in any thing made of skin:  Andif the plague
is greenish or reddish in the garment, or in the skin, either in the warp, or in the woof, or in any

50
thing of skin: itisaplague of leprosy, and shall be showntothepriest:  And the priest shall look

51
upon the plague, and shut up that which hath the plague seven days.  And he shall look on the
plague on the seventh day: if the plagueis spread in the garment, either in the warp, or in the woof,

52
or inaskin, or in any work that is made of skin: the plagueisafretting leprosy; itisunclean. He
shall therefore burn that garment, whether warp or woof, inwoolen or in linen, or any thing of skin,

53
in which the plague is:. for it is afretting leprosy; it shall be burnt in the fire.  And if the priest
shall look, and behold, the plague is not spread in the garment, either in the warp or in the woof,

54
or in any thing of skin;  Then the priest shall command that they wash the thing in which the

55
plagueis, and he shall shut it up seven daysmore:  And the priest shall look on the plague after
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it iswashed: and behold, if the plague hath not changed its color, and the plague hath not spread;
it is unclean; thou shalt burn it in the fire; it is fret inward, whether it is bare within or without.

56
Andif the priest shall ook, and behold, the plagueis somewhat dark after the washing of it; then

57
he shall rend it out of the garment, or out of the skin, or out of the warp, or out of thewoof:  And
if it shall appear still in the garment, either in the warp, or in the woof, or in any thing of skin; itis

58
aspreading plague: thou shalt burn that in which the plagueis, withfire.  And the garment, either
warp, or woof, or whatever thing of skin it is, which thou shalt wash, if the plague hath departed

59
from them, then it shall be washed the second time, and shall be clean.  Thisis the law of the
plague of leprosy in agarment of woolen or linen, either in the warp or woof, or any thing of skins,
to pronounce it clean, or to pronounce it unclean.

Chapter 14

1 2
And the LORD spoke to Moses, saying, Thisshall be the law of the leper in the day of his
3
cleansing: He shall be brought to the priest: And the priest shall go forth out of the camp: and the

4
priest shall look, and behold, if the plague of leprosy ishealed inthe leper; Then shall the priest
command to take for him that is to be cleansed two birds alive, and clean, and cedar-wood, and

5
scarlet, and hyssop. And the priest shall command that one of the birds be killed in an earthen

6
vessel, over running water.  Asfor the living bird, he shall take it, and the cedar-wood, and the
scarlet, and the hyssop, and shall dip them, and the living bird, in the blood of the bird that was

7
killed over the running water. And he shall sprinkle upon him that is to be cleansed from the
leprosy seven times, and shall pronounce him clean, and shall let theliving bird loose into the open

8
field. And he that is to be cleansed shall wash his clothes, and shave off all his hair, and wash
himself in water, that he may be clean: and after that he shall come into the camp, and shall tarry

9
abroad out of his tent seven days. But it shall be on the seventh day, that he shall shave al his
hair off hishead, and hisbeard, and his eye-brows, even all his hair he shall shave off; and he shall

10
wash his clothes, aso he shall wash hisflesh in water, and he shall beclean.  And on the eighth
day he shall take two he-lambswithout blemish, and one ewe-lamb of thefirst year without blemish,

11
and three tenth-parts of fine flour for a mesat-offering, mingled with oil, and onelog of oil.  And

the priest that maketh him clean, shall present the man that is to be made clean, and those things,

12
before the LORD, at the door of the tabernacle of the congregation.  And the priest shall take
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one he-lamb, and offer him for a trespass-offering, and the log of oil, and wave them for a

13
wave-offering beforethe LORD.  And he shall slay the lamb in the place where he shall kill the
sin-offering and the burnt-offering, in the holy-place: for asthe sin-offering isthe priest's, so isthe

14
trespass-offering: it is most holy. And the priest shall take some of the blood of the
trespass-offering, and the priest shall put it upon thetip of theright ear of him that isto be cleansed,

15
and upon the thumb of his right hand, and upon the great toe of hisright foot. ~ And the priest

16
shall take some of the log of oil, and pour it into the palm of hisown left hand:  And the priest
shall dip hisright finger inthe ail that isin hisleft hand, and shall sprinkle of the oil with hisfinger

17
seven times beforethe LORD.  And of the rest of the oil that isin his hand, shall the priest put
upon thetip of theright ear of him that isto be cleansed, and upon the thumb of hisright hand, and

18
upon the great toe of hisright foot, upon the blood of the trespass-offering.  And the remnant of
the ail that isin the priest's hand he shall pour upon the head of him that is to be cleansed: and the

19
priest shall make an atonement for him before the LORD. And the priest shal offer the
sin-offering, and make an atonement for him that is to be cleansed from his uncleanness; and

20
afterward he shall kill the burnt-offering.  And the priest shall offer the burnt-offering, and the
meat-offering upon the altar: and the priest shall make an atonement for him, and he shall be clean.

And if heispoor, and cannot get so much; then he shall take one lamb for atrespass-offering to
be waved, to make an atonement for him, and one tenth-part of fine flour mingled with oil for a

22
meat-offering, and alog of oil;  And two turtle-doves, or two young pigeons, such as heis able

23
to get; and the one shall be a sin-offering, and the other a burnt-offering.  And he shall bring
them on the eighth day for his cleansing to the priest, to the door of the tabernacle of the

24
congregation, beforethe LORD.  And the priest shall take the lamb of the trespass-offering, and

25
thelog of oil, and the priest shall wave them for awave-offering beforethe LORD.  And he shall
kill the lamb of the trespass-offering, and the priest shall take some of the blood of the
trespass-offering, and put it upon the tip of the right ear of him that is to be cleansed, and upon the

26
thumb of hisright hand, and upon the great toe of hisright foot. ~ And the priest shall pour of the
27
oil into the palm of hisown left hand.  And the priest shall sprinkle with his right finger some

28
of the oil that isin his left hand seven times before the LORD:  And the priest shall put of the
oil that isin his hand upon the tip of the right ear of him that isto be cleansed, and upon the thumb
of his right hand, and upon the great toe of his right foot, upon the place of the blood of the

29
trespass-offering.  And the rest of the ail that isin the priest's hand he shall put upon the head
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30
of him that is to be cleansed, to make an atonement for him before the LORD. And he shall

1
offer one of the turtle-doves, or of the young pigeons, such as he can get; Even such asheis
able to get, the one for a sin-offering, and the other for a burnt-offering, with the meat-offering.

32
And the priest shall make an atonement for him that is to be cleansed, beforethe LORD.  This
isthelaw of himinwhom isthe plague of leprosy, whose hand is not able to get that which pertaineth

33 34
tohiscleansing.  And the LORD spoke to Moses and to Aaron, saying,  When ye shall have
come into the land of Canaan, which | giveto you for a possession, and | put the plague of leprosy

35
in ahouse of the land of your possession;  And he that owneth the house shall come and tell the

36
priest, saying, it seemeth to me there is as it were aplague in the house:  Then the priest shall
command that they empty the house, before the priest shall enter to see the plague, that all that is

37
in the house may not be made unclean; and afterward the priest shall gointo seethehouse:  And
he shall look on the plague, and behold, if the plague is in the walls of the house, with hollow

38
streaks, greenish, or reddish, whichin sight are lower thanthewall;  Then the priest shall go out

39
of the house to the door of the house, and shut up the house seven days:  And the priest shall
come again the seventh day, and shall look; and behold, if the plague is spread in the walls of the

40
house;,  Then the priest shall command that they take away the stonesin which the plagueis, and

41
they shall cast them into an unclean place without the city: ~ And he shall cause the house to be
scraped within on all sides, and they shall pour out the dust that they scrape off without the city

42
intoanuncleanplace:  Andthey shall take other stones, and put them in the place of those stones;

43
and he shall take other mortar, and shall plaster the house.  And if the plague shall return, and
break out in the house, after that he hath taken away the stones, and after he hath scraped the house,

44
and after itisplastered;  Then the priest shall come and look; and behold, if the plague is spread

45
in the house, it is a fretting leprosy in the house: it isunclean.  And he shall break down the
house, its stones, and its timber, and all the mortar of the house: and he shall carry them forth out

46
of thecity toanuncleanplace.  Moreover, hethat goeth into the house all the whilethat it is shut
47
up, shall be unclean until theevening.  And he that lieth in the house shall wash his clothes: and

48
he that eateth in the house shall wash hisclothes.  And if the priest shall comein, and ook upon
it, and behold, the plague hath not spread in the house, after the house was plastered: then the priest

49
shall pronounce the house clean, because the plagueishealed.  And he shall take to cleanse the
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50
house two birds, and cedar-wood, and scarlet, and hyssop:  And he shall kill one of the birdsin

51
an earthen vessel, over running water:  And he shall take the cedar-wood, and the hyssop, and
the scarlet, and theliving bird, and dip them in the blood of the slain bird, and in the running water,

52
and sprinkle the house seven times.  And he shall cleanse the house with the blood of the bird,
and with the running water, and with the living bird, and with the cedar wood, and with the hyssop,

53
and with the scarlet:  But he shall let go the living bird out of the city into the open fields, and
54
make an atonement for the house: and it shall beclean.  Thisisthelaw for all manner of plague
55 56
of leprosy, and scall,  And for the leprosy of agarment, and of ahouse, And for arising, and

57
for a scab, and for abright spot:  To teach when it is unclean, and when it is clean: thisis the
law of leprosy.

Chapter 15
1 . 2 .

And the LORD spoke to Moses and to Aaron, saying, Speak to the children of Israel, and

say to them, When any man hath arunning issue out of hisflesh, because of hisissue heisunclean.
And this shall be his uncleanness in his issue: whether his flesh shall run with hisissue, or his

4
flesh be stopped from hisissue, it is his uncleanness. Every bed on which he lieth that hath the
5
issue, is unclean: and every thing on which he sitteth, shall be unclean. And whoever toucheth

6
his bed, shall wash his clothes, and bathe himself in water, and be unclean until theevening. And
he that sitteth on any thing on which he sat that hath the issue, shall wash his clothes, and bathe

7
himself in water, and be unclean until theevening. And hethat toucheth the flesh of him that hath
the issue, shall wash his clothes, and bathe himself in water, and be unclean until the evening.

8
And if hethat hath the issue shall spit upon him that is clean; then he shall wash his clothes, and
9
bathe himself in water, and be unclean until the evening. And whatever saddle he rideth upon

10
that hath the issue, shall be unclean.  And whoever toucheth any thing that was under him shall
be unclean until the evening; and he that beareth any of those things, shall wash his clothes, and

11
bathe himself in water, and be unclean until theevening.  And whomsoever he toucheth that hath
the issue (and hath not rinsed his hands in water) he shall wash his clothes, and bathe himself in
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12
water, and be unclean until the evening.  And the vessel of earth that he toucheth who hath the

13
issue, shall be broken: and every vessel of wood shall berinsedinwater.  And when he that hath
an issueis cleansed of hisissue; then he shall number to himself seven days for his cleansing, and

14
wash his clothes, and bathe hisflesh in running water, and shall beclean.  And on the eighth day
he shall take to him two turtle-doves, or two young pigeons, and come before the LORD to the

15
door of the tabernacle of the congregation, and givethemtothepriest:  And the priest shall offer
them, the one for a sin-offering, and the other for a burnt-offering; and the priest shall make an

16
atonement for him before the LORD for hisissue.  And if any man's seed of copulation shall go

from him, then he shall wash all hisflesh in water, and be unclean until theevening.  And every
garment, and every skin on which is the seed of copulation, shall be washed with water, and be

18
unclean until the evening.  The woman also with whom man shall lie with seed of copulation,

they shall both bathe themselves in water, and be unclean until the evening.  And if a woman
shall have an issue, and her issue in her flesh be blood, she shall be put apart seven days. and

20
whoever toucheth her shall be unclean until theevening.  And every thing that she lieth uponin

21
her separation shall be unclean: every thing also that she sitteth upon shall be unclean.  And
whoever toucheth her bed shall wash his clothes, and bathe himself in water, and be unclean until

22
theevening.  Andwhoever toucheth any thing that she sat upon shall wash his clothes, and bathe
23
himself in water, and be unclean until the evening.  And if it be on her bed, or on any thing on

24
which she sitteth, when he toucheth it, he shall be unclean until the evening.  And if any man
shall lie with her at al, and her flowers be upon him, he shall be unclean seven days: and all the

25
bed on which he lieth shall beunclean.  And if awoman shall have an issue of her blood many
days out of the time of her separation, or if it shall run beyond the time of her separation; all the
days of the issue of her uncleanness shall be as the days of her separation: she shall be unclean.

6
Every bed on which shelieth al the days of her issue shall be to her asthe bed of her separation:

27
and whatever she sitteth upon shall be unclean asthe uncleanness of her separation.  And whoever

toucheth those things shall be unclean, and shall wash his clothes, and bathe himself in water, and
28
be unclean until theevening.  But if she shall be cleansed of her issue, then she shall number to

29
herself seven days, and after that she shall beclean.  And on the eighth day she shall take to her
two turtles, or two young pigeons, and bring them to the priest, to the door of the tabernacle of the

30
congregation. And the priest shal offer the one for a sin-offering, and the other for a
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burnt-offering; and the priest shall make an atonement for her before the LORD for the issue of
31
her uncleanness.  Thus shall ye separate the children of Israel from their uncleanness: that they

32
die not in their uncleanness, when they defile my tabernacle that isamong them.  Thisisthe law
of him that hath an issue, and of him whose seed goeth from him, and he is defiled therewith.

3
And of her that issick of her flowers, and of him that hath an issue, of the man and of the woman,
and of him that lieth with her that is unclean.

Chapter 16

1
And the LORD spoke to Moses after the death of the two sons of Aaron, when they offered

2
before the LORD, and died: And the LORD said to Moses, Speak to Aaron thy brother, that he
come not at all timesinto the holy place within the vail, before the mercy-seat, which is upon the

3
ark; that he may not die: for | will appear in the cloud upon the mercy-seat. Thus shall Aaron
come into the holy place: with ayoung bullock for a sin-offering, and aram for a burnt-offering.

4
He shall put on the holy linen coat, and he shall have the linen breeches upon his flesh, and shall
be girded with the linen girdle, and with the linen miter shall he be attired: these are holy garments;

5
therefore shall hewash hisfleshin water, and so put themon.  And he shall take of the congregation
of the children of Israel two kids of the goats for a sin-offering, and one ram for a burnt-offering.

And Aaron shall offer hisbullock of the sin-offering, whichisfor himself, and make an atonement
for himself, and for hishouse. 7And he shall take the two goats, and present them before the LORD
at the door of the tabernacle of the congregation. 8And Aaron shall cast lots upon the two goats,
one lot for the LORD, and the other ot for the scape-goat. 9And Aaron shall bring the goat upon
which the LORD'S lot fell, and offer him for a sin-offering. 10But the goat on which the lot fell
to be the scape-goat, shall be presented alive before the LORD, to make an atonement with him,

11
and to let him go for a scape-goat into thewilderness.  And Aaron shall bring the bullock of the
sin-offering, which isfor himself, and shall make an atonement for himself, and for his house, and

12
shall kill the bullock of the sin-offering which isfor himself: ~ And he shall take a censer full of
burning coals of fire from off the altar before the LORD, and hishandsfull of sweet incense beaten

13
small, and bring it within thevail:  And he shall put the incense upon the fire before the LORD,
that the cloud of the incense may cover the mercy-seat that is upon the testimony, that he may not
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14
die.  And he shal take of the blood of the bullock, and sprinkle it with his finger upon the
mercy-seat eastward: and before the mercy-seat shall he sprinkle of the blood with hisfinger seven

15
times.  Then shal hekill the goat of the sin-offering that is for the people, and bring his blood
within the vail, and do with that blood as he did with the blood of the bullock, and sprinkleit upon

16
the mercy-seat, and before the mercy-seat:  And he shall make an atonement for the holy place,
because of the uncleanness of the children of Israel, and because of their transgressionsin all their
sins: and so shall he do for the tabernacle of the congregation that remaineth among them in the

17
midst of their uncleanness.  And there shall be no man in the tabernacle of the congregation when
he goeth in to make an atonement in the holy place, until he shall come out, and shall have made

18
an atonement for himself, and for his household, and for all the congregation of Israel.  And he
shall go out to the altar that is before the LORD, and make an atonement for it; and shall take of
the blood of the bullock, and of the blood of the goat, and put it upon the horns of the altar round

19
about. And he shall sprinkle of the blood upon it with hisfinger seven times, and cleanseit, and

20
hallow it from the uncleanness of the children of Israel.  And when he hath made an end of
reconciling the holy place, and the tabernacle of the congregation, and the altar, he shall bring the

21
livegoat: And Aaron shall lay both his hands upon the head of the live goat, and confess over
him all the iniquities of the children of Israel, and al their transgressions in al their sins, putting
them upon the head of the goat, and shall send him away by the hand of afit man into the wilderness:

22
And the goat shall bear upon him all their iniquities to a land not inhabited: and he shall let go

23
the goat in the wilderness.  And Aaron shall come into the tabernacle of the congregation, and
shall put off the linen garments which he put on when he went into the holy place, and shall leave

24
themthere:  And he shall wash his flesh with water in the holy place, and put on his garments,
and come forth, and offer his burnt-offering, and the burnt-offering of the people, and make an

25
atonement for himself, and for the people.  And thefat of the sin-offering shall he burn upon the
26
atar.  And he that let go the goat for the scape-goat shall wash his clothes, and bathe his flesh

27
in water, and afterward come into the camp.  And the bullock for the sin-offering, and the goat
for the sin-offering, whose blood was brought in to make atonement in the holy place, shall one
carry forth without the camp; and they shall burn in the fire their skins, and their flesh, and their

28
dung. And hethat burneth them shall wash hisclothes, and bathe hisflesh in water, and afterward

29
heshall comeintothecamp.  Andthisshall beastatutefor ever to you: that in the seventh month,
on the tenth day of the month, ye shall afflict your souls, and do no work at all, whether it be one
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30
of your own country, or a stranger that sojourneth among you:  For on that day shall the priest

make an atonement for you, to cleanse you, that ye may be clean from all your sins before the

31
LORD. It shal be asabbath of rest to you, and ye shall afflict your souls by a statute for ever.

32
And the priest whom he shall anoint, and whom he shall consecrate to minister in the priest's

office in his father's stead, shall make the atonement, and shall put on the linen clothes, even the

33
holy garments:  And he shall make an atonement for the holy sanctuary, and he shall make an
atonement for the tabernacle of the congregation, and for the altar: and he shall make an atonement

34
for the priests, and for all the people of the congregation.  And this shall be an everlasting statute
to you, to make an atonement for the children of Israel for al their sinsonce ayear. And he did as
the LORD commanded Moses.

Chapter 17

1 2
And the LORD spoke to Moses, saying, Speak to Aaron, and to his sons, and to all the
children of Israel, and say to them, This s the thing which the LORD hath commanded, saying,

3
Whatever man there may be of the house of Isragl, that killeth an ox, or lamb, or goat in the camp,

4
or that killeth it out of the camp, And bringeth it not to the door of the tabernacle of the
congregation, to offer an offering to the LORD before the tabernacle of the LORD; blood shall be
imputed to that man; he hath shed blood; and that man shall be cut off from among his people:

5
To the end that the children of Israel may bring their sacrifices which they offer in the open field,
even that they may bring them to the LORD, to the door of the tabernacle of the congregation, to

6
the priest, and offer them for peace-offeringstothe LORD. And the priest shall sprinklethe blood
upon the altar of the LORD at the door of the tabernacle of the congregation, and burn the fat for

7
a sweet savor to the LORD. And they shall no more offer their sacrifices to idols, with which
they have committed idolatry: Thisshall be astatute for ever to them throughout their generations.

8
And thou shalt say to them, Whatever man there may be of the house of Israel, or of the strangers

9
which sojourn among you, that offereth a burnt-offering or sacrifice, And bringeth it not to the
door of the tabernacle of the congregation, to offer it to the LORD; even that man shall be cut off

10
fromamong hispeople.  And whatever man there may be of the house of Isragl, or of the strangers
that sojourn among you, that eateth any manner of blood; | will even set my face against that soul

11
that eateth blood, and will cut him off from among his people.  For the life of the fleshisin the
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blood: and | have given it to you upon the altar, to make an atonement for your souls: for it isthe
12
blood that maketh an atonement for thesoul.  Therefore | said to the children of Israel, No soul

13
of you shall eat blood, neither shall any stranger that sojourneth among you eat blood.  And
whatever man there may be of the children of Israel, or of the strangers that sojourn among you,
who hunteth and catcheth any beast or fowl that may be eaten; he shall even pour out its blood, and

14
coveritwithdust. Foritisthelife of all flesh, the blood of it isfor thelife of it; therefore | said
to the children of Isragl, Y e shall eat the blood of no manner of flesh: for the life of al fleshisits

15
blood: whoever eateth it shall be cut off.  And every soul that eateth that which died of itself, or
that which was torn with beasts, (whether it isone of your own country, or astranger) he shall both
wash his clothes, and bathe himself in water, and be unclean until the evening; then shall he be

16
clean.  But if he doth not wash them, nor bathe his flesh; then he shall bear hisiniquity.

Chapter 18

And the LORD spoke to Moses, saying, Speak to the children of Isragl, and say to them, |

am the LORD your God. After the doings of the land of Egypt in which ye dwelt, shall ye not
do: and after the doings of the land of Canaan whither | bring you, shall ye not do: neither shall ye

walk in their ordinances. Ye shall perform my judgments, and keep my ordinances, to walk in

them; | am the LORD your God. Y e shall therefore keep my statutes and my judgments: which

if aman doeth, he shall livein them: | amthe LORD. None of you shall approach to any that is

near of kin to him, to uncover their nakedness. | am the LORD. The nakedness of thy father, or
the nakedness of thy mother, shalt thou not uncover: she is thy mother, thou shalt not uncover her

nakedness. The nakedness of thy father'swife shalt thou not uncover: it isthy father's nakedness.
9
The nakedness of thy sister, the daughter of thy father, or daughter of thy mother, whether born

10
at home, or born abroad, even their nakedness thou shalt not uncover.  The nakedness of thy
son'sdaughter, or of thy daughter's daughter, even their nakedness thou shalt not uncover: for theirs

11
isthy ownnakedness.  The nakedness of thy father's wife's daughter, begotten by thy father, (she
12
isthy sister) thou shalt not uncover her nakedness.  Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy

13
father's sister: she isthy father's near kinswoman.  Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy
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14
mother's sister: for she is thy mother's near kinswoman.  Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness

15
of thy father's brother, thou shalt not approach to hiswife: sheisthy aunt.  Thou shalt not uncover
the nakedness of thy daughter-in-law: she isthy son'swife, thou shalt not uncover her nakedness.

Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy brother'swife: it isthy brother'snakedness.  Thou
shalt not uncover the nakedness of a woman and her daughter, neither shalt thou take her son's
daughter, or her daughter's daughter, to uncover her nakedness; for they are her near kinswomen:

itiswickedness. 18Neither shalt thou take awifeto her sister, to vex her, to uncover her nakedness
besides the other in her life-time. 19Also thou shalt not approach to a woman to uncover her
nakedness, as long as sheis put apart for her uncleanness.  Moreover, thou shalt not lie carnally
with thy neighbor's wife, to defile thyself with her. 21And thou shalt not let any of thy seed pass
through thefireto Molech, neither shalt thou profane the name of thy God: | amthe LORD. 22Thou

23
shalt not lie with mankind, as with womankind: it is abomination.  Neither shalt thou lie with
any beast to defile thyself therewith: neither shall any woman stand before a beast to lie down

24
thereto: itisconfusion.  Defilenot yeyourselvesin any of thesethings; for in all thesethe nations

are defiled which | cast out beforeyou:  And the land is defiled: therefore | do visit itsiniquity

upon it, and the land itself vomiteth out her inhabitants. Y e shall therefore keep my statutes and
my judgments, and shall not commit any of these abominations; neither any of your own nation,

nor any stranger that sojourneth among you.  (For all these abominations have the men of the

land done, who were before you, and the land isdefiled;)  That the land may not vomit you out

also, when ye defile it, as it vomited out the nations that were before you.  For whoever shall
commit any of these abominations, even the souls that commit them shall be cut off from among

their people. Therefore shall ye keep my ordinance, that ye commit not any one of these
abominable customs, which were committed before you, and that ye defile not yourselvesin them;
| am the LORD your God.

Chapter 19
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1And the LORD spoke to Moses, saying, 2Speak to al the congregation of the children of
Israel, and say to them, Y e shall be holy: for | the LORD your God am holy. 3Ye shall fear every
man his mother and his father, and keep my sabbaths: | am the LORD your God. 4Turn ye not to
idols, nor make to yourselves molten gods: | am the LORD your God. 5And if ye offer asacrifice

of peace-offeringsto the LORD, ye shall offer it at your own will. It shall be eaten the same day

by my namefalsely, neither shalt thou profane the name of thy God: | anthe LORD.  Thou shalt
not defraud thy neighbor, neither rob him: the wages of him that is hired shall not abide with thee

al night until the morning.  Thou shalt not curse the deaf, nor put a stumbling-block before the

blind, but shalt fear thy God: | anthe LORD. Yeshall do no unrighteousnessin judgment; thou
shalt not respect the person of the poor, nor honor the person of the mighty: but in righteousness

shalt thou judgethy neighbor.  Thou shalt not go up and down as atale-bearer among thy people;

neither shalt thou stand against the blood of thy neighbor; | anthe LORD.  Thou shalt not hate
thy brother in thy heart: thou shalt in any wise rebuke thy neighbor, and not suffer sin upon him.

Thou shalt not avenge, nor bear any grudge against the children of thy people, but thou shalt

love thy neighbor asthyself; | anthe LORD.  Yeshall keep my statutes. Thou shalt not let thy
cattle engender with a diverse kind: Thou shalt not sow thy field with mingled seed: neither shall

a garment mingled of linen and woolen come upon thee.  And whoever lieth carnally with a
woman that isabond-maid betrothed to a husband, and not at all redeemed, nor freedom given her;

she shall be scourged: they shall not be put to death, because she was not free.  And he shall
bring his trespass-offering to the LORD, to the door of the tabernacle of the congregation, even a

ram for atrespass-offering.  And the priest shall make an atonement for him with the ram of the
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trespass-offering before the LORD for his sin which he hath done; and the sin which he hath done

shall beforgivenhim.  And when ye shall come into the land, and shall have planted all manner
of trees for food; then ye shall count its fruit as uncircumcised: three years shall it be as

uncircumcised to you: it shall not be eaten of. 24But in the fourth year al itsfruit shall be holy to
praise the LORD with. 25And in the fifth year shall ye eat of its fruit, that it may yield to you its
increase: | am the LORD your God. 26Ye shall not eat any thing with the blood: neither shall ye
use enchantment, nor observe times. 27Ye shall not round the corners of your heads, neither shalt
thou mar the corners of thy beard. 28Ye shall not make any cuttingsin your flesh for the dead, nor
print any marks upon you: | am the LORD. 29Do not prostitute thy daughter to cause her to be a
harlot: lest the land should fall to lewdness, and the land become full of wickedness. 3.OYe shall
keep my sabbaths, and reverence my sanctuary: | am the LORD. 31Regard not them that have

familiar spirits, neither seek after wizards, to be defiled by them: | amthe LORD your God.  Thou
shalt rise up before the hoary head, and honor the face of the old man, and fear thy God: | am the

LORD. Andif astranger shall sojourn with thee in your land, ye shall not oppresshim.  But
the stranger that dwelleth with you shall be to you as one born among you, and thou shalt love him

asthyself; for ye were strangersin the land of Egypt: | anthe LORD your God.  Yeshall do no

unrighteousness in judgment, in weight, in measure of length or of capacity.  Just balances, just
weights, ajust ephah, and ajust hin shall ye have: | am the LORD your God, who brought you out

of theland of Egypt.  Therefore shall ye observe al my statutes, and all my judgments, and do
them: | am the LORD.

Chapter 20
1 . 2 . .
And the LORD spoke to Moses, saying, Again thou shalt say to the children of Isradl,

Whoever he be of the children of Israel, or of the strangers that sojourn in Israel, that giveth any
of his seed to Molech, he shall surely be put to death: the people of the land shall stone him with

stones. And | will set my face against that man, and will cut him off from among his people;

And if the people of the land do any ways hide their eyes from the man, when he giveth of his

people. Sanctify yourselves therefore and be ye holy: for | am the LORD your God. And ye

shall keep my statutes, and do them: | am the LORD who sanctify you. For every onethat curseth
his father or his mother, shall surely be put to death: he hath cursed his father or his mother; his

blood shall be upon him.  And the man that committeth adultery with another man's wife, even
he that committeth adultery with his neighbor's wife, the adulterer and the adulteress shall surely

11
beputtodeath. Andthemanthat lieth with hisfather'swife hath uncovered hisfather's nakedness;

both of them shall surely be put to death: their blood shall be uponthem.  And if aman shall lie
with his daughter-in-law, both of them shall surely be put to death: they have wrought confusion;

their blood shall be uponthem.  If aman also shall lie with mankind, as he lieth with a woman,
both of them have committed an abomination: they shall surely be put to death; their blood shall

14
be uponthem.  And if aman shall take a wife and her mother, it is wickedness:. they shall be
15
burnt with fire, both he and they: that there be no wickedness among you.  And if a man shall

16
liewith abeast, he shall surely be put to death: and ye shall slay thebeast.  Andif awoman shall
approach to any beast, and lie down thereto, thou shalt kill the woman and the beast; they shall

surely be put to death; their blood shall be upon them.  And if a man shall take his sister, his
father's daughter, or his mother's daughter, and see her nakedness, and she see his nakedness; it is
awicked thing; and they shall be cut off in the sight of their people: he hath uncovered his sister's

nakedness; he shall bear hisiniquity.  Andif aman shall lie with awoman having her sickness,
and shall uncover her nakedness; he hath discovered her fountain, and she hath uncovered the

fountain of her blood: and both of them shall be cut off from among their people.  And thou shalt
not uncover the nakedness of thy mother's sister, nor of thy father's sister: for he uncovereth his

near kin: they shall bear their iniquity.  And if a man shall lie with his uncle's wife, he hath

uncovered his uncle's nakedness: they shall bear their sin; they shall diechildless.  Andif aman
shall take his brother's wife, it isan unclean thing: he hath uncovered his brother's nakedness; they

shall bechildless.  Ye shall therefore keep all my statutes, and al my judgments, and do them:

that the land whither | bring you to dwell therein, may not vomit youout.  Andye shall not walk
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in the manners of the nationswhich | cast out before you: for they committed all these things, and

therefore | abhorred them.  But | have said to you, Y e shall inherit their land, and | will give it
to you to possessit, aland that floweth with milk and honey: | am the LORD your God, who have

separated you from other people. Y e shall therefore distinguish between clean beasts and unclean,
and between unclean fowls and clean: and ye shall not make your souls abominable by beast or by
fowl, or by any manner of living animal that creepeth on the ground, which | have separated from

body, nor defile himself for hisfather, or for hismother;  Neither shall he go out of the sanctuary,

amthe LORD. And heshall takeawifein her virginity. A widow, or adivorced woman, or
profane, or aharlot, these shall he not take: but he shall take avirgin of his own people for awife.

Neither shall he profane his seed among his people: for | the LORD do sanctify him.  And the

LORD spoketo Moses, saying,  Speak to Aaron, saying, whoever he may be of thy seed in their

holy, and of the holy. ~ Only he shall not go in to the vail, nor come nigh to the altar, because he

hath a blemish; that he may not profane my sanctuaries:. for | the LORD do sanctify them.  And

Moses told it to Aaron, and to his sons, and to all the children of Isradl.

Chapter 22
1 . 2 -
And the LORD spoke to Moses, saying, Speak to Aaron and to his sons, that they separate
themselves from the holy things of the children of Israel, and that they profane not my holy name

3
in those things which they hallow to me: | am the LORD. Say to them, Whoever he may be of
all your seed among your generations, that approacheth the holy things, which the children of Israel
hallow to the LORD, having his uncleanness upon him, that soul shall be cut off from my presence:

or istorn by beasts, he shall not eat to defile himself withit: | anthe LORD. They shall therefore
keep my ordinance, lest they bear sin for it, and die therefore, if they profaneit: |1 the LORD do

sanctify them.  There shall no stranger eat of the holy thing: a sojourner of the priest, or a hired
11
servant, shall not eat of the holy thing.  But if the priest shall buy any soul with his money, he

shall eat of it, and he that isborn in his house: they shall eat of hismeat.  If the priest's daughter

also shall be married to a stranger, she may not eat of an offering of the holy things.  But if the
priest's daughter shall be a widow, or divorced, and shall have no child, and have returned to her

when they eat their holy things. for | the LORD do sanctify them.  And the LORD spoke to

Moses, saying, Speak to Aaron, and to his sons, and to all the children of Israel, and say to them,
Whoever he may be of the house of Israel, or of the strangersin Israel, that will offer his oblation
for al his vows, and for al his free-will-offerings, which they will offer to the LORD for a

burnt-offering:  Ye shall offer at your own will a male without blemish of the beeves, of the

sheep, or of the goats.  But whatever hath a blemish, that shall ye not offer: for it shall not be

acceptable for you. And whoever offereth a sacrifice of peace-offerings to the LORD to
accomplish his vow, or afree-will-offering in beeves, or sheep, it shall be perfect to be accepted:

there shall be in it no blemish.  Blind, or broken, or maimed, or having a wen, or scurvy, or
scabbed, ye shall not offer these to the LORD, nor make an offering by fire of them upon the altar

tothe LORD. Either abullock, or alamb that hath any thing superfluous or lacking in his parts,

that mayest thou offer for a free-will-offering; but for a vow it shall not be accepted.  Ye shall
not offer to the LORD that which is bruised, or crushed, or broken, or cut; neither shall ye make

any offering thereof inyour land.  Neither from a stranger's hand shall ye offer the bread of your
God of any of these; because their corruption isin them, and blemishes are in them: they shall not

be accepted for you.  And the LORD spoke to Moses, saying,  When abullock, or asheep, or
a goat is brought forth, then it shall be seven days under the dam; and from the eighth day and

thenceforth it shall be accepted for an offering made by fire to the LORD.  And whether it is
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cow, or ewe, yeshall not kill it and her young both in one day. 29And whenyewill offer asacrifice
of thanksgiving to the LORD, offer it at your own will. 3OOn the same day it shall be eaten up, ye
shall leave none of it until the morrow: | am the LORD. 31Therefore shall ye keep my
commandments, and do them: 1 am the LORD. 32Neither shall ye profane my holy name; but |

will be hallowed among the children of Israel: | am the LORD who hallow you,  That brought
you out of the land of Egypt, to be your God: | am the LORD.

Chapter 23

And the LORD spoke to Moses, saying, Speak to the children of Israel, and say to them,
Concerning the feasts of the LORD, which ye shall proclaim to be holy convocations, even these

you, and shall reap the harvest thereof, then ye shall bring a sheaf of the first-fruits of your harvest

to the priest:  And he shall wave the sheaf before the LORD, to be accepted for you: on the

morrow after the sabbath the priest shall waveit.  Andye shall offer, that day when ye wave the

sheaf, a he-lamb without blemish of the first year for a burnt-offering to the LORD.  And the
meat-offering thereof shall be two tenth-parts of fine flour mingled with oil, an offering made by

And ye shall eat neither bread, nor parched corn, nor green ears, until the same day
that ye have brought an offering to your God: It shall be astatute for ever throughout your generations

in al your dwellings.  And ye shall count to you from the morrow after the sabbath, from the

day that ye brought the sheaf of the wave-offering; seven sabbaths shall be complete:  Even to
the morrow after the seventh sabbath shall ye number fifty days; and ye shall offer a new

meat-offering to the LORD.  Ye shall bring out of your habitations two wave-loaves of two
tenth-parts: they shall be of fine flour, they shall be baked with leaven, they are the first-fruits to

the LORD. And ye shall offer with the bread seven lambs without blemish of the first year, and
one young bullock, and two rams: they shall be for a burnt-offering to the LORD, with their
meat-offering, and their drink offerings, even an offering made by fire of a sweet savor to the

19
LORD. Thenyeshall sacrifice one kid of the goats for asin-offering, and two lambs of the first

20
year for a sacrifice of peace-offerings.  And the priest shall wave them with the bread of the
first-fruits for a wave-offering before the LORD, with the two lambs: they shall be holy to the

21
LORD for thepriest.  Andye shall proclaim on the same day, that it may be a holy convocation
toyou: yeshall dono servilework init. it shall beastatute for ever inall your dwellingsthroughout

your generations.  And when yereap the harvest of your land, thou shalt not make clean riddance
of the corners of thy field when thou reapest, neither shalt thou gather any gleaning of thy harvest:

And if it shall be from five years old even to
twenty years old, then thy estimation shall be of the male twenty shekels, and for the female ten

shekels.  And if it shall be from a month old even to five years old, then thy estimation shall be
of the male five shekels of silver, and for the femal e thy estimation shall be three shekels of silver.

And if it shall be from sixty years old and above; if a male, then thy estimation shall be fifteen

shekels, and for thefemaleten shekels. But if he shall be poorer than thy estimation, then he shall
present himself before the priest, and the priest shall value him: according to his ability that vowed

9
shall the priest valuehim. And if it shall be abeast of which men bring an offering to the LORD,

10
all that any man giveth of such to the LORD shall be holy.  He shall not alter it, nor change it,
agood for abad, or abad for agood: and if he shall at all change beast for beast, then it and the

exchange of it shall be holy. 11And if it shall be any unclean beast, of which they do not offer a
sacrificeto the LORD, then he shall present the beast before the priest: 12And the priest shall value
it, whether it be good or bad: as thou valuest it, who art the priest, so shall it be. 13.But if hewill
a al redeem it, then he shall add a fifth part of it to thy estimation. 14And when a man shall
sanctify his house to be holy to the LORD, then the priest shall estimate it, whether it is good or
bad: as the priest shall estimate it, so shall it stand. 15And if he that sanctified it will redeem his

house, then he shall add the fifth part of the money of thy estimationtoit, andit shall behis.  And
if aman shall sanctify to the LORD some part of afield of his possession, then thy estimation shall

17
be according to the seed of it: ahomer of barley seed shall be valued at fifty shekelsof silver.  If

he shall sanctify hisfield from the year of jubilee, according to thy estimation it shall stand.  But
if he shall sanctify hisfield after thejubilee, then the priest shall reckon to him the money according
to the years that remain, even to the year of the jubilee, and it shall be abated from thy estimation.

And if he that sanctified the field will in any wise redeem it, then he shall add the fifth part of
20
the money of thy estimation to it, and it shall be assured to him.  And if he will not redeem the

field, or if he shall have sold the field to another man, it shall not be redeemed any more.  But
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the field, when it goeth out in the jubilee, shall be holy to the LORD, as a field devoted: the

possession of it shall bethe priest's.  And if aman shall sanctify to the LORD afield which he

23
hath bought, which is not of the fields of his possession;  Then the priest shall reckon to him the

worth of thy estimation, even to the year of the jubilee, and he shall give thy estimation in that day,

asaholy thingtothe LORD. Intheyear of the jubilee, the field shall return to him of whom it

was bought, even to him to whom the possession of theland belonged.  And all thy estimations

shall be according to the shekel of the sanctuary: twenty gerahs shall be the shekel.  Only the

or sheep: it isthe LORD'S.  And if it shall be of an unclean beast, then he shall redeem it,

Notwithstanding, no devoted thing that a man shall
devote to the LORD of all that he hath, both of man and beast, and of the field of his possession,

shall be devoted by men, shall be redeemed: but shall surely be put to death.  And all the tithe
of the land, whether of the seed of the land, or of the fruit of the tree, isthe LORD'S: it is holy to

it.  And concerning thetithe of the herd, or of the flock, even of whatever passeth under the rod,

12Of
Dan; Ahiezer the son of Ammishaddai. 13Of Asher; Pagiel the son of Ocran. 14Of Gad; Eliasaph
the son of Deudl. 15Of Naphtali; Ahira the son of Enan. 16These were the renowned of the
congregation, princes of the tribes of their fathers, heads of thousandsin Isragl. 17And Mosesand

Aaron took these men who are expressed by their names.  And they assembled all the congregation
on the first day of the second month, and they declared their pedigrees after their families, by the

And those who pitch
by him shall be the tribe of Simeon: and the captain of the children of Simeon shall be Shelumiel

27And those that encamp by him shall be the tribe of
Asher: and the captain of the children of Asher shall be Pagiel the son of Ocran. 28And his host,
and those that were numbered of them, were forty and one thousand and five hundred.

tribe of Naphtali: and the captain of the children of Naphtali shall be Ahiratheson of Enan.  And
